The memorial, the gift of the
McCready Estate, is of striking ap-
perance, chaste in design, rich in
appeal and symbolism and con-
stitutes the final panels in an
overall scheme for the south wall
of the church. They are compan-
jon pieces and contain the separ-
ate figures of Moses and Isaiah,
representatives of the Law and
Prophets of the Old Testament,
balancing the windows to the
right which depict St. Peter and
St. Paul, representatives of the
Evangel to the Jews and the Gen-
tiles, of the New Testament.
