Too Late For Words

Prime Minister Pearson was no
doubt right when he said in his ad-
dress at the United Nations As-
sembly that expulsion of members
such as South Africa and Portugal,
on grounds of racial discrimina-

. tion, was against the principles of
the U.N. charter. The charter does
not require, or even authorize, sanc-
tions to be applied merely because
one member nation follows policies
considered abhorrent and degrading
by others. But the representatives
of the colored nations are not ac-
cepting this interpretation of what
U.N. membership involves. Sinece
they canmot carry their point they
are adopting another method of

“showing their disapproval.

Thus, recently, when South
Africa’s delegate spoke on his coun-
try’s racial policies,” about two-thirds
“of the 111 Assembly members stag-
od a mass walkout as the apartheid

the opening meeting of the U.N.
World Health Organization's re-
gional' committee because of the
presence of delegates from Portugal
and South Africa.

This meeting was called to dis-
cuss such questions as assistance to
new African states and malaria
and smallpox eradication in Africa
—matters of vital concern to all the
countries represented. But not so
important, apparently, as the racial
issue to the Africar delegates.

A similar incident occurred at
the International Social Security
Conference at Geneva, whan 11

African and Arab delegations ex-
pressed their disapproval of the
presence of a Portuguese represen-
tative by walking out. Communist
delegates from Bulgaria, Hungary,
Pn]dnd Yugoslavia and Czecho-
slovakia, not slow to capitalize on
this gesture, staged a performance
of the same kind a few days
later.

Of course, Mr. Pearson expound-
ed the true doctrine of U.N. mem-
bership according to the charter.
But there was no evidence that it
carried the slightest convietion in
the minds of those to whom it was
principally addressed. Though he
should speak “with the tongues of
men and of angels” on this subject,
he would still be, to them, as sound-
ing brass, or a tinkling cymbal.

Tt is well for the Wesiern pow-
ers to realize the burning hatred in
which apartheid policies—in South
Africa or elsewhere—are held by
the colored races, and cease wasting
words on excuses for ignoring it in
the council of world nations.

One
of the aims of the association is to
secure a substantial increase in
what it calls “Canada’s rather
meagre aid program,” and to this
end it has marshalled an excellent
collection of articles, summarizing
facts, views and opinions about for-

eign aid. Not only Canadian, but
similar programs in the United
States, Britain, France and Ger-

many and those sponsored by inter-
national agencies are reviewed.

The result is an authoritative and
most interesting account of a matter
about which, indeed, every Canadian
should be informed. If later issues
of the new journal meet the stand-
ard set by the first one, a solid
future seems assured for it.
