PASSENGERS IN A TUBE.

Londoners Think They Have the Best
Rapid Transit System.

The failure of the effor¢ to furnish
New York with an acceptable plan of
rapid trapsit has drawn renewed atten-
tion to the suitability for that purpnse
of the Greathead system, now operating
in London. This consists of a circular
car, which travels within a tube ranning
60 feet under ground. It has been run-
ning so successfully for four years that
another line on the same princliple is
being constructed. The cars can bhe
made light as day, the motion is smooth,
and the supply of pure, fresh air is por-
tect. Accidents are made impossible hy
automatic appliances. The passengers are
carried up and down to the stations by
electric elevator. Since the systemn has
been in operation there have been no
accidents, and no serious stoppages of
trains.

This system interferes with all other
kinds of traflic less than any other, and
is infinitely leas costly when compared

with the accommodation afforded and
the difficulties overcome. Its construe-
tion cam be carried on without the
slightest surfuce disturbance, as it is

clear of water, gas, electricity and sewaor-
age service, subcellars and foundations
of buildings, and whatever it removes is
replaced by something of greater ten
and bearing strength. It has the advan-
tage of disturbing no existing rights;
it has neither right of way nor damage
compensations to pay for. It has proved
a suecess from both a financial and an
engineering point of view, and London-
ers are convinced that they have the
simplest and best system of rapid transiv
in the world. —Pittsbure Disvatch.
