MUNSAN, Korea, Feb. 21
(Thursday) — (AP) — The Com-
munists in a loud propaganda out-
¢ry demanded Wednesday that the
United Nations command accept
Russia as a “neutral” to help sup-
ervise the Korean armistice.

At the same time the Red Peip-
ing radlo rapped the Allled nom-
ination of Norway and Sweden to
a slx-countrv meutral supervisory
orean for policing a truce,

The debate was to continue in
a staff officers’ sesslon scheduled
for 11 A.M. today (9 P.M, ES.T.
Wednesday) .

Stalling For Time

In Tokyo the “Voice of the Un-
iled Nations Command” radio in
a broadcast to Korea accused the
Communists of deliberately stall-
Ing for time.

The Allled broadcast said the
Reds were “‘thunderstruck” by swift
Allled acceptance Tuesday of Red
recommendations for a post-armis-
tice political conference. It added
“they assumed therc would be days
of delay and arguing . . . but when
the U.N. command accepted the
draft, the Reds' timetable was
thrown completely out of line.”

The U.N. command tried to
teed up progress on truce super-
vision by cutting its requirement
for troop rotation from 40.000 to
45000 monthly during a truce. The
Reds want a limit of 30,000.

The Reds turned down the Al-
lied compromise.

Since Sunday the U.N. com-
mand has turned down the Red
nomination of Russla as “not ac-
centable” on the grounds that both
sides agreed the six neutral coun-
tries invited to serve in Korea must
be agrecable to hoth sides.

Reds Annoyed
