Died at the Hospital.® |
A SUSPILIOUS CASR CLEARED UP— AN INQUEST
TO BR HELD.
oLoRep MaN pamed Henry Clarke |
diea . the Charlottetown Hospital yester- |
day afterncon at four o'clock. Clarke has
been in the Hospital since Sunday week. |
On that day another colored named Des-
mond came to the Police Station anl rve- ‘
ported to Marshal Cameron that Clarke

Pownal Street, very sick, and there was no
person to look after him. The Marshal
visited the place referred to, and found
Clarke lying on the floor. He asked Clarke
what was the matter, and he said he had
assed two and a hzlf buckets of blood,
but did not state the caase of the bleeding.
The Marshal thought that the Hospital
would be the best p'ace tor Clarke, and he
notified D¢. Conroy, who gave an order to
admit Clarke to the Hospital, and Officer
Carter went down with him. Clarke re-
mained there wntil his death. It is said that
while in tho Hospital Clarke bled consider-
ably irom the bowels.

On the 14.h September st Clarke was
arrested by officer Warren for drunkenness
and on the foilowing day he was fined $2
or 8 days for the offcuce. The arrest was
made on Queen S reet.  Some persons who
witnessed tue arrest say that the cflicer
ased more forcs thau was necessary; that
he kuocked Ciatk> down on the hard sde-
walk and cuszd the bluo ] to 1w freely

Officer Warren denies that he used any
more force thau was necessary in making
the arrest, aud courts the fullest and freest
euquiry into his connection therewith. He
says that he first caught hold of Clarke by
the arm and told him to comealong juietly;
that Clarke walked along with him a few
steps and then stopped sud lenly and
tried to free himeelf from his grasp In
order to retain his prisoner the officer says
he was ubliged to lay him down on the
mdewalk and put on the handcuffs. While
puticg the handcuffs on he had to keep
Ciarke down with his knee, and while the
prisouer was struggliog and moving his
head about his nose csme in contact with
the sidewalk, causing the bivod to flow.

On the day after his arrest Clarke called
apou Dr. Kelly for treatment for a rup
ture and an injnred shoulder. On the
same day Clarke also calied upon Mr. J. T.
Meliish, attorney-at-law, with a view to
taking action sgaiust «flicer Warren.
Clarke said that while comiog along the
street in an orlerly way he was se'z:d by
che cfEcer and violently thrown to the
ground and illused, causing rupture and in-
juri-s to his shoulder. Officer Warren, as
be fore stated, denies that he injared Clarke
and says he will be uble to prove thst he
was rup ured eighteen yvars »go, and he
has evideuce to prove that Ciarke told them
in the Station thst he had been assaulted
the night before his arrest by some persons
with whom he had been drinking

We understand that while Clarke was in
the Hospital he was treated f r typhoid
fever, trom which disease ho was euffsring
when he was admitted. Bleeding from the
bowels is one of the symptoms of typhoid
fever, and typhoid fever was undoubtedly
the cause of death.

Aa iuquest in view of the body will be
held this afternoon. The inquest, we
understund, is deminded by Offi:er War
ren, who desires to set himself right in the
matter.

The body of Ciarke will be interred in
the Roman Cathclic Cemestery this after
noon. The expenses of the funeral wili be
borne by the city.
