Begin Work
On Foundation
For Schﬂ

Forms for the cement footings
were commenced yesterday mormn-
ing as the construction of the new
Montague school gets under way
at its site on the north end of the
Community Welfare League
grounds. At the same time pump
drilling was started, and last even-
ing considerable progress had been
made,

The new school, which is 111 feet
by 54 feet, i8 of a six classroom de-
sign, In the centre of the building
is a T-corridor. On the top of the
T are two classrooms, and on each
side of the stem of the T are also
two clasrooms. It possible how-
ever, that only four of the rooms
will be finished Inside this year.
The average size of each classroom
is approximately 30 feet by 22 feet,

fluorescent lights. In all probabil-
ity the rooms will be finished in
ten-test, and the wainscoating of a|
masonite finish.

The left arm of the T will be a
teachers room, and the right arm
will be the main entrarce which
will face south.

The basement will include the
furnace room, laboratory, storage
rooms, room for a possible kitchen,
lavatories, space for a possible
health room, and an auditorium.

The building will be heated by an

oil furnace, and the 'heat conduct-
ed by pipes to all parts of the
building. In the laboratory are
three to four experimenta] tables
and equipment shelving, and to the
rear is a storage room for chem-
itry and physics stock. Although
the space i8 being provided, it is
not definite whether the kitchen
willl be finished, but it is a matter
for the future should the need a-
rise. The health room, however,
will be of use during clinic periods,
and will serve a large student
body.
The auditorium is approximately
90 feet long and 30 feet wide, with
a stage and dressing rooms at one
end. Entrance to the auditorium is
gained from an outside stalrway on
the north side of the building.
Lighting throughout the basement
will also be fluorescent. ,

The completed school is design-
ed to present a fine exterior and
interfor appearance, and with its
completion, and also that of the
landscaping of the grounds, Mont-
ague will have a new school of
which its cltizens may well be
