BOTH SEXES ACTIVE

“King" Blacquiere, who was the
first speaker, pointed out that the
prevailing impression that 4-H
Clubs were a boy's organization
was far from correct. There are
now 36,000 active girl members
who take part in 18 projects, from
home economics and sewing, to
stock raising and gardening. At the
Royal Winter Fair this year, scar-
cely a day passed without a club
member winning hohours.

While 4-H clubs really date back
to 1912, it was not until 1924 when
trips to the Royal Winter Fair
were awarded to winners at Rural
Youth Fairs in each province, tnat
the organization began vigorously
to pursue club activities. Now more
than 100 boys and girls represent

4-H Clubs from all over Canada
at the Fair in Toronto.

Boys and girls betwéen the ages
of 14 and 2! are eligible for en-
rollment in the clubs which now
total 1,083 throughout Canada. Mr.
Blacquiere urged that sons and
daughters engaged in club projects
should be encouraged ‘‘for they
are the citizens of tomorrow, and
the future rests in their hands.”

COMMUNITY SPIRIT

“Queen Isabel” said that 4-H
Club  work stressed community
spirit,and for this reason she was
glad to let people know what the
organization stands for and what
they are doing to make better citi-
zens of young people in Canada
and 19 other countries. She des-
cribed the organization and its con-
tact with the various Provincial
Departments dealing with Agri-
culture.
