What is a Varlety?

Within any one crop there are
& number of varleties from which
the farmer can make his choice.
Between these varleties there are
marked differences, differences in
yielding  ability, in strength  of
straw or stem, in disease resistance,
ind in winter hardiness. Varieties
ditfer also in regard to use, for
example, corn for grain or for sil-
age, barley for feed only or for
malting as well as for feed, and
wheat for bread or for pastry flour,
Further, there are differences be-
tween varieties in the degree to
which they possess certain char-
acteristics. Some varieties of su-
gar beets contain more sugar than
do others, some varieties of swedes
contaln more dry matter—that is,
more feeding matter — than do
others, and some varieties of oats
produce grain having a higher per-
ventage of kernel or meat than
{o others,

Therefore, there are
often several varietles recommend-
ed for each crop and the list of var-
ieties recom ded will change as
new ®varietles are produced, One
other reason for the need of new
varieties is the frequent appearance
of new plant diseases or of new
races of parasitic organisms, caus-
ing new forms of diseases alréady
existing, as rusts for example.
Hence the disease resistance of
some existing varieties is incom-
plete and temporary, erefore it
is necessary that plant breeders
be continuously producing and test-
ing new varieties, which might
prove superior in some way to the
existing ones, Consequently, the list
of recommended varieties will con-
tinue to change and unless it does
continue to change, improvement
as regards use of varieties is im.
possible,

Most people are familiar with
several varieties of oats, wheat,
potatoes, and many other crops;
but few farmers can name variet-
les of 4-H crops. Here are a few as
samples: Alfalfa: Grimm, Rhizoma;
