Opinion Differs On
Wisdom Of Anoth-
er Personal Appeal
By Roosevelt.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 20 —(AP)

—As Europe seems nearing another
crisis, many high officials of tHe
United States Government are
asking themselves, "is there any-
thing we can do to stop it?”

One of the most important of-
fizials in the direction of foreign
policy told the writer, “there are
still several ways open to us.

But what are they? Another ap-
peal for peace? President Roose-
vely has made three appeals for
peace to Fuehrer Hitler in the
last 11 months. There were two
at the time of the Municn crisis,
another in April,

Opinion among officials differs
as to the wisdom of another ap-
peal. Inmajority they oppose it on
the grounds it would lessen the
presidential dignity to continue
begging another chief of state for
peace. They also point to the
sarcastic public reply made by
Hitler to the President's last ap-
peal But some say there is never
eny loss of dignity in  appealing
for peace.

Could there be a call for an in-
ternational conference? The idea
of a conference to settle a  crisis
has now assumed unpleasant over-
tones after Munich. Besides, Prasi-
dent Roosevelt suggested in his
April appeal that discussions be
started on .three main _ topics,
political, economic and disatma-
ment, in the last two of  which
the United States would be glad

Could there be a Pan-American
appeal for peace coming simul-
taneously from the 21 American
republics—the mnew world appeal-
Ing to the old world? Some of-
ficlals have toyeq with this idea,
are toying with it still, but the
ldea has, in effect, already been
tried. When President Roosevelt
sent his appeal to Hitlerlast Sep-
tember he simultaneously sent cop-
fes to all the presidents of the
American republizs who thereupon
joined in with him.

The United States Government
{s willing, at any rate .to go be-
yond an appeal. It has in mind
definite economic concesslons it is
willing to make Germany—credits
and access to American suv~'us
commodities—the moment  Ger-
;ang signg & disarmament agree-

ent.

Flood Waters
Spread Havoc
At Tientsin

TIENTSIN, Aug. 20 —(AP)—
Rapidly rising flood waters, in-
creased by steady rain, today tem-
porarily washed out Japan's nine-

J-week. blockade of the British and

French Concessions and brought
one of the worst disasters in this
region's history.

Floods from the Hal River and
other sireams poured almost un-
impeded across lcveled dikes and
embankments, put the city’s
electricity supply out of commis-
slon and swept away communicat-
ion and rai'road service.

The British Consul general de-
clared a state of emergency In the
British  concession and  the
municipal council appealed to the
Lord Mayor of London for  as-
sistance.

“Tientsin surroundeq by floods,
concession seripu/’ threatened,”
the message read. “Refugeespour-
ing into conccssion, wmaintenance
of whom difficult owing to con-
ditions caused by Japanese block-
ade. On behalf of British muni-
cipa’ity I appeal to citizens of
London for Assistance to relieved
distress.”

Within the British Concession
many streets were submerged and
rain continued. Hordes of refugees
crowded strcets seeking dry space.

Germans In Full War
Kit Occupny Slova-
kia.

ZILINA, Slovakia, Aug. 20-A
quarter of a million German iroops
with full war equipment, massed
today “¢u: little Slovakia’s 25-m.le
frontier with Poland,

The greater part was concentrat-
ed behind the four main passes
leading over the Tatra Mountains
into Foland.

Concentration points were the
towns of Cadca, Trotena, Orlov
and Mezilaborce, ~ with central
headquarters at Zilina.

Roads were choked with moving
troops, artillery and supply trains.
There was a steady movement of
troops entering the area from
Moravia, along the  Moravska
Ostrova (Maerisch Ostrau) Catica
highway.

In e occupled areas, —schools
and town halls were taken over
for barracks and base nospitals,
clearly marked with large signs.
Bebween villages, .nuniuons de-
pots were established, and there
were iarge supplies of barbed wire
and corrugated iron shelter roois

All bridges were guarded by sen-
tries with fixed bayonets. Hun-
dreds of laborers were repairing
the rcads, and bridges were rein-

forced by heavy timbers to permit
the passage of heavy trucks angd
guns.

This correspondent, making a
60-mile automobile trip 1in - the
area north of Zilina, counted an
average of four German military
encampments of various sizes to
the mule,

Tents were camouflaged, and,
near ithe frontier, gun crews were
wheeling their artillery into posi-
tions, & ead‘lng camouflage news
overhead. Fiel telephones were
strung throughout the area.
Northern Slovakia's dusty
were whipped into a haze by doz-
ens of mutoreycle dispatch riders.
Military police guarded traffic in
the bigger towns and villages.

In 60 miles, this correspondent
saw only three Slovak gendarmes
and Slovak troops, if ihere were
any, were completely out of sight.

Although heavy guns, hauled by
tractors were a frequent sight,
there were no tanks. Apparently
the steep mountain passes and
jagged terrain had ‘beep Judged
unfavorgble for large tank oper-
atlons by the German command.

The Prime Minister, who bhad
tean fizhing in  Scotland since
Parliament recessed two weeks ago,
had been expected to leave for
London tomorrow night but he left
this atternoon instead.
