Stagnant water always teems
with the lowest forms of life. In
some localities the bottom of the
sea is covered with these minute
living organisms, some of which
look like particles of dust, while
others appear like tiny drops of

jelly. Minus eyes, teeth, mouth,
they look like nothing, yet they
can move about from place to
place.

Here is life in its lowest form
The peculiar rigidity which
comes on soon after death is sup-
posed to be due to coagulation of

the muscular fibre. Actually it's
the beginning of decomposition,
and indicates the death of the
muscular fibres. In healthy per-
sons who die. suddenly, as from
accident, rigor mortis does not

appear for some hours after death,

and then remains for some time.

Believe it or not, but when a

dies of asphyxia, or loss of breath.

Dreams never occur in perfect-
ly sound sleep.
