When history has recorded the
events of the Kcrean war, one of
the grimemest chapters will be the
account of the two million South
Koreans who were twice uprooted
from their homes and forced to
leave all that was dear to them and
flee for their safety. They were ob-
liged to stand by and see their
homeland hecome the battleground
for the struggle between the Un-
ited Nations and.the Communis!
dominated powers of the mnorth,
The helplessness of those people
who were moved like checkers in
the hands of giants is a sad com-
mentary on the insecurity of the
individual in world affairs today. -
Man, so to speak, has been swal-
lowed by the leviathan of the state.
And we have become so accustom-
ed, ‘to read and speak of France,
Canada, the United States and Rus-
sia that we tend to fcrget that
there is a human element involved.
It is quite true that international
politics is ordinarily ccnceived as a
matter among nations, but never-
theless we cannot deny the reality
of the fundamental factor and
basic unit of any nation, the human
person, without denying the exist-
ence of a natlon itself. For there
can be no nation without the in-
diviuals and families who form the
fabric of the state.

The truth of this principle and
its significance are vividly evident
when ‘we stop and consider that
world affairs and politics among
nations are not dealt with by an-
onymous giants called “nations” but
by ordinary human beings like our-
selves. Thus, today, the lives and
destiny of millions ¢f individuals
hidden under the cloak of national
titles, such as India, the United
States or Russia are manipulated
by a handful of individuals, and,
too, the destiny of the world at
large is l.|1 the hands of a few in-
dividuals. But, in point of fact. their
personal efforts are disguised un-
der the name of the particular na-
ticn. This may be, as it has been, a
source of great danger. At the same
time when the power and resnon-
sibility of the individual person'are
realized, we can take strides toward
solving the crisls, the plight and
the contradictions of our world soc-
iety.

It seems to me that the periodic
propcsals for a world parliament or
assembly of peoples are at least a
faint recognition and confirmation
of the above truth. Obviously there
are many obstacles to the execution
of such a plan, but nonetheless if
it were possible to bring the peoples
together it would be found that all
have inherently the same funda-
mental desires for the preservation
of life and liberty, the desire to
worship God, to found a family and

similarity would exist for these de-
sires are simply expressions of
rights which belong to .men as a
human being and not as an insig-
nificant and anonymcus unit in a
state.

v The establishment of man's right-
ful place in the state and in the
community of nations was, in fact,
the purpcse®of the Human Rights
Ccmmission of the United Nations.
The drafting of the Declaration of
Rights was heralded as the dawn
of a new age and yet the framers
of that charter of rights were act-
ually repeating what was commcn
doctrine 400 years ago when inter-
national law had its beginning. But
man is very shertsighted and he is
slow to admit that his present plight
is the result of his own errors. For
the seeds of man’s ultimate exclu-
sion from international law were
sown three centuries ago when the
idea of natural law as the ref.ection
of the eternal law of God was dis-
regarded. :
At that time, God was nct denied
but rather left alone and men be-
gan to conceive law in their own
way. Man thought that he cculd
devise the laws by the powers of his
reason but in so doing, he set the
stage for an era of individualism
and nationalism and independence
from a higher authority, It was a
small thing at that tinte but the
steps were easy and when Ged as
the source of law and right was dis-
regarded the way was prepared for
the ultimate exit of man himseld
from law. When man lcft God out,
he thereby lost himself and that
course lasted till the end of World

War II. The savage brutalitles and
the inhumane conduct of nations
forced us to turn our attenticn to
the degradation and to the sub-
jection that man had brought him-
self. It was at that point that man
looked ‘for some protection against
the colossus of the state.

1t is difficult to undo four cen-
turies of false thinking and that is
why the Declaration of Human
Rights was treated with such scorn
and cynicism by so many people,
Nevertheless it was a beginning in
the right direction. But if we are
to secure respect for those rights,
we must do more than frame a dec-
laration. Man will have to change
his way of thinking. In truth, to
secure himself against the tryanny
of the State, he must reccgnize that
he has rights and a place in so-
ciety, only because of God Who is
the Author of all rights, Absolutely
nothing can be done till God is re-
stored to this rightful place in .cur
lives, but if we want an estimate
of the difficulty of this duty we
need cnly recall that when the In-
ternational Declaration of Rights
was framed, God was not even men-
tioned! .

The road ahead seems cifficult
and reconstruction appears impos-
sible but it must be remembered
that the emergence of a new soc-
iety is dependent upon the men
and women who form the society.
If individuals will centribute, if ‘key
will use their minds, their judgment
and their initiative, they can build
;and conquer tyranny. \Vhen man
fully grasps his significance as a
child of God, when he realizes his
responsibility, then he can help ‘o
build the world in hope.

THE ONLY HONEST
HYPOCRITES

Many years ago after hearing
Sir Martin Harvey I turned up my
book of Essays by Hazlitt and
read the one on “Actors and Act-
ing” and still remember how he
called actors “the only honest
hypoerites.”” There are of course,
the dishonest hypocrites whom
Dante puts far down in Hell, in
the eighth circle in “Malbolge”
and describes them in canto 23.

“There in the depth we saw a

painted tribe

Who paced with tardy steps arqund
and wept . ..

Caps they had on and hoods ...
their outside

Was o'erlaid with gold, dazzling to
view . . .

Oh, everlasting wearisome attirel”

On these Jesus was hard — they
were like “painted sepulchers,
clean without, but within full of
dead men's bones and all' un-
cleanness.” !

But the other class are differ-~
ent, They represent something,
but do not claim to be that some-
thing. The stage has ils own
place o fill and is an teacher of
morals, for it is a picture of life.
There is the word “katharsis”,
which means cleansing. Aristotle
said that tragedy when acted tend-
aed to purify the heart,—cleansing
it by pity and fear. A great English
critic said he would venture the
conjecture that the acting of the
“Beggars Opera” a certain number
of nights each year since it was
first brought out has done more
to put down highway robbery than
all the gibbets that ever were
erected.”

In “Hamlet” we recall how Ham-
let used the actors to find out the
guilt of his mother and his fath-
er's brother who compassed the
murder of his father, the king.

He watched the countenance of
the king's brother and saw in his
reaction to the play.that he mus!
be guilty. The play in a sense, re-
, produced the scene of the murder
and guilty retired from the spec-
tacle,

Then again, the theatre affords
good entertainment. In our day
the movies have changed the
whole affair. It is true that we
have some excellent pictures, Take
one for instance—"Good-bye, Mr.
Chipps.” I saw one this very day
by Charlie Chaplin, It must have
been done years n?o for there was
no speaking. It was as we would
expect, uncontrollably funny. A
good laugh is a good thing—better
then medicine.

How kindly Lamb refers to his
attendance at his first play. He
says that forty years are shed from
his shoulders every time he passes
the remains of Old Drury theatre.
He endured breathless anticipa-
tions before going to the play, and
regrels that he will never feel the
same again,

Is it not true that we take to
our heart the actors who enler-
| tain us? Is here any other class
that has a greater claim on our
affection than this class? It is
hard to be a good actor. Hazlitt said
that “there is no road so steep as
that to fame.”

Possibly we have not the good
taste that our father's had. There
