The actual declarer, after winning
with the blank ace, led a club to
the queen, discarded a diamond
on the heart king, then led the
club six to the ace. He ruffed his
last small club in dummy, then
cashed the top trumps. West
showed out, and 1t hecame known
that South would have to lose a
spade trick. He laid down the high
club. East ruffed and exited with
a heart, which declarer ruffed.
Now South had to rely on the dia-

mond finesse. and that weuat
wrong.
Obviously, South could have

not enter the postmortem dis-
cussion. What concerned most of
the assembled experts was that
South had “passed up the line of

any reasonable break of cards.”
Their excellent plan was as fol-
lows:

At the second trick. South leads
to the club queen, and he cashes
the heart king for a diamond dis-
card, but next, he should ruff a
heart. He cashes the club ace and
ruffs a club in dummy, after
which  he trumys dummy's last
heart with the ten. Now he lays
down the three trumps—and the
fact that East has a sure trump
trick it of no consquence! South
lays down his last club. East can
ruff, but then must return a dia-
mond from the king up to dum-
my's A-Q. If East does not ruff
the club—if he discards a diamond
—South simply cashes the dia-
mond ace for the twelfth trick.
