Among the witnesses in the Guiteau trial
to-day was Rev. Mr. Shippen, of Washing-
ton, whotestified that the usual topics of
conversation between himself and the
prisoner were Conkling, Garfield imbroglio,
and the New Testament revision, and on
no occasion did the prisoner exhibit more|
excitement than any other person might do.|
Mr. Shippen’s testimony is considered of|
the highest value to the prosecution.
