According to the Fopd Research Institute of
Stanford University, this “may be regarded as
‘a significant reflection of marketing policy, for
at present Australia is the only large exporter
without direct governmental intervention in the
export business.” '

The 1939-40 world wheat crop is expected to
be substantially smaller than the record outturn
in 1938-39 largely as the result of the reduced
acreages sown in the United States and India.
This decrease in production, however, may be
largely offset by the much heavier carry-over
in prospect on July 31, 1939,
with last July.
