Oune of the inspectors in Nova Bcotia, |
after referring to the decreased catch of !
lobsters, etays: “Thers is one factor
which requires establishment with regard
to this fishery, namely, the extent of the
coast waters which is their habit, I have
been credibly informed that they sre to be
found 40 and 50 miles from the coast and
if such be the case, and th2re are the same
relative quantities as frequent the shoree,
then the future of the fishery is not so
precarious as some suppose, for it is sel-
dom that traps are set at a greater distance
than three miles from the coast.”

In order of isnportance the lobster fishery
stands fourth among the fishery induatries
of the country, the value of tae yielde in
1896, in epite of the decrease, being
$2,205.762, while the total from 1869 to
1896 was §¢5,740,470.
