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Two Miners Perish While Attempting to
Rescue Their Companions.

Details of the burning to death of thir-
teen men in the Saita Gerirudes mine a!
Pacucho, state of Hidalgo, Mexico, on
December 31, have been received at San
Diegn, Cal.  The night shift was about ¢»
go off duty and pumber of the men halri
already reached the cage when a terrific
explosion occurred in ore of the drifts
Several men who were between the fire and
the cage ran up and others could be heard
shouting for help. Nud Richards, an
Enzlishm o, called two companions 10 his
assistance and ran back, braving the
sivoke and flame, and sived a Mexican
who was faintirg. They dragged him to
the cage, and then a numbercf others
running up, it was thought all were ac-
couuted for, and the men all went 10 the
rop. The roaring of the fire could be
hLeard in the lower levels, and a great
volume of smoke bezan to fill the snaft.
The foreman procured his book and check-

ed off the names of the men. All an-
«we.ed to their names «x:zept eleven.
Then, in face of the danger, Richards

offered 10 Le one to go below and get the
missinz men. The Mexicans volunteered
to accompany hm. They jumped into
the cage and were lowered down. Two o!
them went to their death—Richards aod
an waknown M. x can

The four men when they reached tle
level wlere the fire was raging got cut and
made a quick search for the missing men,
but the tire, feeding on g8 and released by
the exp'oson, fi led the empty spaces and
forced the men back to thecage. Richards
made € gallant aticmpt to peretrate into
one of the drifts, and was overcome by gas
and smoke. He failed to retcrn and the
unknown xican went af er him. He
fourd tne Fnglishman unconscious and
dragged him to the cxge, but was in turn
overcome. The o'hers gave the signal
and were hoisted up. Richaras and the
Mexican died within afew minutes after
being raised to the surface.
