PHOTOGRAPHING THOUGHT,
{ Dr, Paraduc Announces Pis Success and )
I Shows the Plates,

| It may be rash to pronounce that any-
| thing is beyond the photographer’s art.
{ But the communication just mudeto the
| Paris Academie de Medicive by Dr. Bara-
duc is so astonishing that if he had made
it before Dr. Roentgen had reundered his
discovery publie, very few people would
have been inclined even to inquire iuto
the matter. Iudeed, Dr. Baradde affirms
he hassucceeded in photographing thought

in proof of his assertion.

His usual method of - proceeding is eiy-
ple enough. The person whos2 thougfits
15 to be photographed enters a dark room,
places his hand on a photographic plate,
and thiuks intently of the ol ject the image
of which he wishes to see produced. It is
stated by those who have exammed Dr.
Baraduc’s photographs that the most of
them are very clondy, but that a few are
comparatively distinct, representing the
features of persons and the outlines of
thiugs. Dr. Baraduc goes further, and
declures that it is poa-ible to produce a phot-
ographic image at a great distance.

In his communication to the .Acalemvie
de Medicine he relates that Dr. lstrate,

of hisfriend, M Hasden, at Bucharest

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TRAPS FOR HIGHWAYMEN,

Devices to Capture Thieves Who Board
Xallroad Tralus.

The latest patent invention for the cir-
cumvention of the train robber hasa dis-
toctly vicions look, says the Pitteburg
Dispatch. It is taken for granted that the
train robbers will climb up over the cross-
heads guides, steans chest and running
board, =0 as w attack the cab of the loco
motive on the front side,

As they resched the running board the
engineer loosens a catch. The running
boards, huog on hinges  at their outer
sides, drop to a vertical position, and the
enterprising robber is wedged in at great
di~comfort betweer ‘the boards and the
botler. " Spkes are fixed in the edge of the
running board, which prevent him from
extricating himeelf, and the more he tries
1o get awey the more tightly he becomes
wedged in.

At the same time that the engineer
springs the catches of the runnjpg boards
steel shutters drop antomatically acout the
wind w o the cab, and also at its rear, 20
that the cogineer .and fireman  are fully
protected frum any bullets incident to ‘he
operations of such of the robuers as are
ot cared fo: by tle running beards,
Steam pipes having suitable discharg-
ing nozz'es ar: situated at such paints
about the engine as would be liable to be
attacked by the intruders, These pipes
are connected to the engine boiler, and |
their contents of hot water and steam can |
be directed with great effectiveness agamnst |,
the ecemy. Similar devices are provided |
upon both the tender and the express car.
