By the ukase of 1821 Russia claimed
jurisdiction in the sea now known as Beh- |
ring Sea, to the extent of 100 Italian miles |
ffom the coasts and inlands belonging to
her, but in the course of the negotiations
which led to the conclusion of the treaty
of 1824 with the United States and the
treaty of 1825 with Great Briwin, Russia
admitted that her jurisdiction in said sea
should be restricted so asto reach a cannon
shot from shore.

It appears that, from that time up to the
time of tne cession of Alaska to the United
States, Russia never asserted in fact or ex-
ercised any exclusive jurisdiction in Beh-
ring Sea, or any exclusive rights to the
seal fisheries therein beyond the ordinary
| limit of territorial waters,

As to the second of the five points, we
decide and determine that Great Britain
did not recognize or concede any claim
upon the part of Russia to exclusive juris-
dietion a# to the seal fisheries in Behring
Sea outside the ordinary limit of territorial
waters,

As to the third point, as to so much
thercof as requires us to decide whether
the body of water now known as Behring
Sea was included in the phrase “Pacific
ocean” as used in the treaty of 1825 bLe-
tween Great Britain and Russia, we unani-
mounsly decide to determine that the body
of water now known as Behring Sea was
included in the phrase “Pacific ocean™ as
used in said treaty.

On the fourth point we decide and deter-
mine that all the rights of Russia to juris-
diction and to the =seal fisheries |
ed to the United States limited by the
cession.

On the fifth point the decision of the tri-
bunal, Justice Harlan and Senator Morgan
dissenting, was that the United States has
no right to the protection of or property in
the seals frequenting the islands of the
United States in Behring Sea, when the
same are found outside the ordinary three- |
mile limit.

As by this decision the concurrence of
Great Britain is necessary to the establish-
ment of regulations for the proper protec-
tion and preservation of fur seals resorting
to Behring Sea, Baron de Courcel, Lord
Hannen, Marquis Emilio Visconti-Venosta
and Gregoro W. W. Gram, a majority of
the arbitrators, ascent to the following
regulations as necessary outside of the
jlll‘i-dit'tinll limits of the ru.~|w1'(i\'\- gov-
ernments:

Article 1. The United States and Great
Britain shall forbid their citizens and sub-
Jjects, respectiuely, to kill, capture or pur-
Bue at any time or in any manner what-
ever, the animals eailed fur seals with a
zone of sixty miles around the Pribyloff
Islands, inclusive of the territorial waters, |
the miles being geographical miles, sixty
to a degree of latitude.

Art. 3. The two governments shall for-
bin their subjects or citizens to kill, cap-
ture or pursue in any manner whatever,
during a season extending in each year
from May 1 to July 31, inclusive, fu
on the high sea in that part of the Pacific
Ocean inclusive of Behring Sea, situated |
north of the 35th degree of north latitude 1
or eastward of the 180th degree of longti- |
tnde from Greenwich until it strikes the ‘
water boundary described in art. 1 of the |
treaty of 1867, between the United States |
and Russia, following that line up to Beh- |
ring straits.

Art. 3. During the period of time in the
waters in which fur sealing is allowed
only sailing vessels shall be permitted to
carry on or take part in fur sealing opera-
tions. They will, however, be at liberty
to avail themselves of the use of such
canoes or undecked boats propelled by
paddles, oars or sails, as are in common
use as fishing boats.

Art. 4. Each sailing vessel authorized to
carry on fur sealing must be provided with
a special license, issued fur the purpo:e by
its government. Each vessel so employ-
ed shall be required to carry a distingunish-
ing flag prescribed by its government.

Art. 5. The master of vessels engaged
in fur sealing shall enter accurately in an
official ll-;_' book the date and p]m'u of each
operation, the number and the sex of the
| seals captured daily. These entries shall
be communicated by each of the two gov-
ernments to each other at the end of the
season.

Art. 6. The use of nets, firearms or ex-
plosives is forbidden in the fur sealing.
This restriction shall not apply to shot-
guns when such are used in fishing out-
side of Behring Sea during the season
when such may be lawfully carried on.

Art. 7. The two governments shall take
measures to control the fitness of the men
authorized to engage in sealing. These
men shall have been proved fit to handle
with sufficient skil! the weapons by means
of which the seal fishing is carried on.

Art. 8. The preceding articles shall not
apply to Indians dwclfing on the coast of
the territories of the United States or
Great Britain carrying on fur sealing in
canoes or undecked boats not transported
by or used in connection with other
vessels and propelled wholly by paddles,
oars or sails, and manned by not more
than five persons, in the way hitherto
practiced by the Indians, provided that
such Indians are not employed by other
persons, and provided that when &0 huat-
mg in cances or undecked boats the
Indians shall not hunt for seals outside
the territorial waters under contract to
deliver skins toanybody. This exemption
is not to be construed to affect the munici-
pal law of either country, nor shall it
