London have raceuntly bLeen prepared by

| the County Council, with some conjectures
as to the population which the city may

| have in 1941,  According to these figures,
| London already contains 1§ per cent. of all
| the population of England aund Wales, If

3 the city grows at the rate of the last three
decades, in 1941 it will have a population
of 17,600,000. If there be mno additions
from tie outside, as there have been in the
past, but merely the natural increase is
| added which comes from the excess of
| births over deaths it will contain nearly
11,000, 000.

permauent tooth appearing abous the 6ih
year. 'lThe deciduous teeth should be care-
fully watched, and when a tooth siiuws
decay consult your dentist and have it
filled. At this stage the filling is no: ex-
pensive, and will save the child much vain
and tronble from an aching tooth, Lhe
carly extraction of the deciduons tee h
often causes the irregnlarities of the per-
manent set.  They should be retaived uu-
til the jaw has tully expanded to receive
the permanent teeth. Teach the chilu tie
necessity of keeping the teeth eclean nuc
pure.  The early use of the tooth brus.
will establish a habit that will, in atte:
Years, be cousidered a necessity to henlt,
and personal cleanliness. —New Yoik
Herald.
