vinced that this simple Sovereig
was a Christian King, to whom
religion was zeal and meant a
reverent sense of duty to God.

“Some will remember in one of
them his quotation from the poem
of an almost unknown writer (M.
L. Haskins). ‘T said to a man who
stood at the gate of the year:
Give me a lizht that T may tread
safely into the unknown', and he
replied, ‘Go out into the darkness
and put vour hand into the hand
of God. That shall be to vou bet-
ter than lizght and safer than the
krnown way'. George VI indeed
krew where true guidance was to
be found.

“So we can say of him in the
words of the text: ‘Blessed are the
dead which die in the Lord .. Yea
saith the Spirit, that they may
rest from their labours’.

“While these words strictly ap-
ply to those in imminent danger of
martyrdom in the days when St.
John wrote his Apocalypse. vet the
Chureh, n her Book of Common
Prayer, has rightly widened their
reference to all who die in the
Lord. In few cases may they be
more appropriate than to George
VI. His was a life of constant toil
and unflinching devotion to duty,
now he rests from his labours,
aronizing toil is over.

“Seneca, the philosopher con-
temporary of St. Paul wrote: ‘Eve
ery Monarch is subject to a might-
ler one’. The-King of death has
claimed our late King among his
subjects and we mourn his pass-
ing. In our sorrow, however, we

7|cannot forget those whose grief is

deeper than our own—the Queen
Mother. the Queen, Princess Mar-
@aret. his brothers, his sisters and
his  own mother, Queen Mary.
May God comfort them in their
sorrow and grant to them and to
our departed Monarch the peace
which passes all understanding.

“Today, especlally, our hearts
are filled with sympathy and de-
votion for her who succeeds her
roval father, our Queen Elizabeth
II, voung in vears. but prepared
through years of training for the
On her
vouthful shoulders rests an im-
mense burden of responsibility in
these swiftly changing and uncer-
taln days in which we live.

“On taking the oath of sover-
elenty she declared: ‘T shall a)-
ways work. as my father did
throughout his reign, to uphold the
constitutional government and to
advance the happiness and pros-
perity of my peoples, spread as
they are all the world over'.
