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~KNOCKING ON WOOD" MOST

COMMON

sT. LOUIS (AP)—*Knocking on
wood” for luck is one of the most
common of 80,000 superstitions,
a psychiatrist said today, and
here's WHy: 1

It can be a call on magic, a

way of handling anxiety or worry,
a defence against envy, a sign
that emotionally the knocked is
pretty immature.
This analysis was presented to
the Amerigan Psychiatric Assgcia-
tion by Dr. Judd Marmor, Univer-
sity of California at Los Angeles,
in a prepared paper.

Knocking on wood apparently
stems from a primitive belief of
protective gods inside trees, Dr,
Marmor said. It represents a fear
of antagonizing some all-seeing
higher authority. Many people ap-
parently assume that pride, suc-
cess. or self-confidence will create
envy or antagonism by this ‘‘auth-
ority."”

TRACES OF CHILDHOOD

This apparently traces back to
childish fears of offending such
suthorities as parents or brothers
or sisters, and to the feeling one
must be humble and compliant in
order to be loved.

In our highly competitive so-
ciety, ‘“‘knocking on wood” takes
on additional meanings. We try to
make light of our good fortunes
to avoid envy by our igllows or
rivals. .

So we knock on wood to indicate
we are just lucky, or say our health
“is not bad'’ when it's really ex-
cellent, or say business is ‘fair”
when it's really good.

*Many people will discuss inti-
mate aspects of their sex lives
than the details of their financial
structure, particularly if there are
any assets which might arouse
envy,” Dr. Marmor said.

Safety Program

SAINT JOHN, NB, May 6
Management leads the way in any
successful industrial safety pro-
gram, J. C. Kendel, of Montreal
assistant to the Vice-President of
operation of the Canadian Nation-
al Railways, told the New Brun-
swick accident prevention associa-
uon here last night. “Technologi-
cal developments and the pressure
of competition are combining to
increase the speed and precision
of industrial operations,” said Mr.
Kendle, “and 1t s up to manage-
ment to offset the increased haz-
ards which are created by this
faster pace.”

In the introduction of technical
Improvements, he said, it is as
recessary to have thoroughly train-
ed personnel for accident preven-
tion as it is for the efficient op-
eration of the apparatus. “Man-
agement is giving more attention
to the problem of ‘accident phone'
ndividuals — persons who have a
history of accident repetition in
the home and at work; accidents
that can often be traced to job
frustrations and dissatisfactions.”

Mr. Kendel said that the basic
challenge to the railway is to
provide safety for its employees
and the public, and to promote
overall efficiency in operations
through safe practices.

“Train crews and other key em-
ployees are required to pass strict
medical examinations periodically,”
he continued. “Educational work
includes the provision of adequate
safety, rule and other instruc-
tion cars, safety rule books, and
manuals dealing with maintenance
and inspection services. Audio-
visual methods are oeing more ex-
tensively used at employee safety
meetings and rallies actoss the
tountry.”

The terrific drag on the finan-
cial resources of the industry is
out one important consideration
in a high employee accident rate,
said Mr. Kenael We cannot fail
to be impressed also with the
sulfering of an injured employee
and the distress and anxiety which
beset  his family, as they, too,
share in his physical impairment.
