The mother is the drudge; the
daughter is a fine lady. fer whom she
teils. No mother who suffers such a
state of things as this ean preserve the
respect of her daughter—and the respect
of her daughter no mother can afford to
lose.

The result of this is to form in the
minds of many gifted girls not only a
distaste for labor, but a contempt for it,
and a purpose to avoid it as long as they
cau live by some other means.
