PARLIAMENT OF CANADA.

Debate on the Draft Address.

Sie Charles Hibbert’s Onslanght
on the Parish Politicians.

Senator Ferguson Scores a Point on
Sir Oliver,

Orrawa, Aug. 28,

In the House of Commons the debate on
the address was resumed yesterday, when
Sir Bibbert Tupper toox the floor. He
i3 a fighter, but alwavs hits above the
belt.
Sir Hibbert Tupper, before recess, de—
voted his attention more particularly to
the Maritime members of the Cabinet and
their records in provincial politics. His
analysis of Messrs. Blair’s and ielding’s
course was cheered, time after time, by the
Conservative benches.
After recess, Sir Hibbert continned his
forcible arraignement of the new Govern-
ment in iis tailure to keep its pledges in
opposit ou. So keenly did Sr Hibbert
Tuapper carry home his exposition of Hon.
Mr. Fielding’s record, that the Finance
Minister several times interrupted him,

every occasion

’

but was tarued down on
w th artistic neatness.

Finally, Houn. Mr. Davies objected to a
further discussion of Nova Scotia aflairs
as dealing with merely parish politics.

“And who”a-ked Sir Hibberi“introduced
parich politics into this Louse? Why, 1Le
First Minister when hLe chose for his
cabinet men like Mr, Fielding, who kuew
nothing else, to cupplant that tried and
trusted Libveral Finaocer, Sir Richard Cart-
wright.”

After this rejoinder the Minister of Ma-
rine, like the Minister of Finance, ceased
his interruprions,

While dealing with the statement
ment that the tariff legislation could not
be iutroduced ull next s=ssion, Sir Hibbert
expressed his suprise that, sccording to
the Liberal idea, nine months constituted
a period of gestation in political affairs.

In aptoess of repartee, richness of wit,
and force of argument, Sir Hibbert’s
speech was one of his greatest parliament-
ary eflorts.

At ten o'clock the debate ended, aud the
address was formally passed.

In the Senate, Hon. Mr. Ferguson, re-
ferring to tke speeck just wade by Sir
Oliver Mowat, said that after all the kind
things he (Sir Oliver Mowat) had said of
the Senate, it was diflicult for him to be-
lieve him guilty of heterodoxy upon any
subject. But the effect of the kind things
Le had ~aid was to some extent destroyed by
the knowledge that he had not always held
these flattering opinions about the Sen e,
He had recoiiections of crtain resolutiors
passed by the inter-provincial conference
at Quebec at which Sir Oliver presided and
by the liberal couvention held at Oitawa
which were in no sense complimentary 10
the Senate. He criticized Sir Oliver’s
letter to Hon. Wilfred Laurier in May last
with regard to his accepting a seat in the
Sevate which he said implied a threat that
unless the Senate pursued a certain line it
might become peces:ary to bricg about
certain constitutional chauges affecting the
Senate. He conld only say with regard to
the threat contained in that letter that the
best propf of its not being neCessary was to
be folind in the speech which he (Sir Oliver)
had just delivered.
