There are times when the worse
a players hand is, the more vital
it is for him to bid rather. than
pass.

South went down four tricks at
his  two-notrump contract, and
even <4hough he hadn’t been doub-
led, 400 points was a lot to pay
in view of the fact that the part-
nership could have made three
diamonds,

Many readers will blame South
for the outcome, feeling that he
should have: bid three diamonds
instead of two, notrump, but few
experts would criticize South’s
bidding. It was North's degision
to ‘“play the ostrich” that was
rcally open to severe criticism.
North - should  have -known that
two notrump would be a hopeless

y contract! If South had the requisite
stoppers in  spades, clubs and
hearts for his notrump venture,
he could scarcely hold the high
diamonds needed to establish and
cash North’s Suit. Thus, at no-
trump North's hand might not
produce a single trick, whereas at
a diamond contract it should
take at least two, possibly three,
tricks. South might have. (and
did) bid two notrump instead of
three diamonds tith the thought
that eight tricks might be more
readily available at notrump than
nine tricks in a suit, but North
was in a position to “know differ
*ent.”

It is never comfortable to rebid
a hand such as North’s but con-
sidering South’s previous accep=
tance of the two-diamond con-
tract, it was merely a matter of
logic for North to rescue the two

notrump.
