Reza Pahlevi of Iran said Tuesday

flew from his Caspian Sea vaca-
tion palace while Tehran, the cap-
ital, flared into disorder last Sun-
day, arrived- here from Baghdad
with his green-eyed Queen Soraya,
20.

“T have not fled my country,”
he said in an interview.

Asked if he plans to go back, he
answered: “Probably-but not in the
immediate future.” He implied he
would not remain here long.

“My stay in TItaly,” he said, “Is
nothing but a vacation.”

That, and uncertainty when he
might return to Iran, promptgd
speculation that the shah and his
queen may plan to go on. perhaps
to Britain or the United States.

New Wheat VarietyReady
At Rose Valley Station

The first of the final series of
Illustration Station Field Days
was held yesterday afternoon at
the farm of J. W. MacKenzie and
Sons, Rose Valley, with more than
10 farmers from scattered sections
of the province in attendance.
They were afforded an opportun-
ity to view an excellent clover pas-
ture which has been under experi-
mental study for the past four
years. Tests of varieties of fodder
corn, swedes and mangels, were
further observed as were also tests
of varieties of oats and wheat. The
new variety of wheat, namely
“Acadia”, is being multiplied at
this station this year and will be
avallable for distribution to farm-
ers next spring.

The ladies in attendance were
given the opportunity to view the
attractive assortment of annual
and perennial flowers and shrubs
which are here in abundance. Mrs.
R. C. Parent gave a pleasing and
informative talk on her recent trip
to Great Britain and the contin-
ent of Europe which included at-
tendance at the Coronation.

Discusses Insect Control

“Through loss and damage to
crops, it costs us more to feed in-
sects than to educate our families,”
said F, M. Cannon, officer in
charge Dominion Etomological
Lab., Charlottetown. He explained
in detail the two major types of
insects; namely biting and suck-
ing. The former, such as the Col-
orado potato beetle, is controlled
by the use of a stomach  poison
while sucking insects such as
aphids and tarnish plant bugs may
best be controlled by contact pois-
ons. The department is constantly
experimenting with new chemicals
in their search for new methods
of control which is necessary as
resistance to certain poisons is of-
ten developed by certain classes of
insects. Mr. Cannon dealt with the
control of insects affecting pota-
toes, turnips, apples and cereals
and stressed the necessity of farm-
ers being ever watchful for harm-
ful pests and promptly report
their nature.

“Farmers will not tolerate pota-
to beetles in. Great Britain and
great care is exercised in controll-
ing these pest.,”” said R. C. Parent,
superintendent of the experiment-
al station, in commenting on his
observations while there recently.

1was also.pointed out, with special
reference to farm gardens and the
| cars of roadsides in the immediate
i vicinity of the homes.
| The setting of prices for farm
“products in advance of production
'has acted as a stimulus resulting
in increased production so that
the British people are now 65 per
cent sufficient as compared with
40 per cent before the war.
“Generally speaking,” Mr, Par-
ent continued, ‘“‘our pastures are
not as productive as those in
Great Britain, where farmers fer-
tilize and seed somewhat heavier
jlhan is the practice here.
