Plugs Legal Loopholes

Of importance to all the prov-
inces is the recent ruling of the
Supreme Court of Canada, uphold-
ing the Ontario Unconscionable
Transactions Relief Act which pro-
vides safeguards against unscrupu-
lous money lenders. The Ontario
act, which has been in existence
for half a century, has now been
confirmed in its power to allow
courts to grant relief in respect of
money lent, where the cost of the
loan is held to be excessive and the
transaction harsh and “unconscion-
able”. The wvalidity of the act,
questioned on the grounds that it
invaded the federal preserve of loan
interest, has been restored.

We may expect now that sim-
ilar legislation will be introduced
in other provinces, to curb the ac-
tivities of “loan sharks”. As the
Toronto Globe and Mail warns, how-
ever, the Supreme Court, ruling
should not be taken as an open in-
vitation for the enactment of all
kinds of laws that would place
legitimate finance companies in
straitjackets. There is a limit to the
extent in which borrowers can be
protected from their own gullibility.

A major step toward protection
of the uninformed horrower, it sug-
gests, would be taken by requiring
that the lender should disclose fully
the total sum that the borrower is
required to repay over the given
period. Insistence on this point
would be one effective method of
repelling the sharks.
