P.E. I, R. NEW SCHEDULE

On Monday all the C, G. R. shop
employees including fhose of the P.
E. ]J. R., began work under their new
schedule which is the same as the
McAdoo schedule, The men go to
work at 7.30 in the morning: instead
of 7 o'clock, and work until 12 noon,
returning. to work at 1 o'clock and
work until 5 making 8 1-2 hours for
the day.
