PROFIT IN  POULTRY.

HOW TO MAKE MCNEY FROM THIS
INDUSTRY.

A Warm tlouse Necessary and Good Pecd
With Plents of Walter—What Accommo-
dation Is Regnired for 25 Fowls.

In the first place, build the poultry
hous « where cold wnds of  winter will
not strike it S leet the sunniost place
vossible, Vigh and dry, whers barns and
other outheildings will prot ¢t it. Have
it _as convenient as  practicable to the
dw Ling, for fow!s need more attention
than any kind of stock during bad
weather, especially i1 winter, They
then need a warm house, goed feed and
pienty of fresh water,

in order 1o keep the honse warm bat-
ten every orack and hank up about the
bottomn.  For baunkinz, drive stakes
about eight inch s froma the outsida of
the wall.  Piace o'd heards insidas these.
Some distave « fron th stakes dig a
trench and throw th carth between the
boards and the wall until a solid bank
of soil two foet hizh and cight inches
thick is wormed all aroand the chicken
house exeapt at the door. This will
keep the floor warin and  prevent all
drauzhts. This is an important item as
the fowls are on the floor most of the
time during the day.

Every farmer should have at least 25
chickens—24 hns and a rooster. Cor
these, a hous: 10x14 ft, and 7 fr. high
under the eaves, is sufficient for both
sunnner and winter.  For the frame use
2x4 scauntling, cover thes: on the out-
s'de with matched board or ordinary
smooth boards and battus. For the
roof use good shinglos.  All the lumber
should be smooth on both sides.  You
can they paint the outside of th: hous:
and whitewash the iuside.

Some professionals heat their poultry
houses with a stove during the coldest
days but this is expensive and requires
careful manipulation.  If the fire gets
low or goes out the fowls are ant to
take cold and have the roup. It the
climate is very cold, sheathe the inside
of the house and pack the space be
tween the ontsr and inner walls with
sawdust.  Here the har ier breeds <uch
as Plymeuth Rocks, Wyandott s, Brah-
mas, etey, will do well without artificial
heat.  Taev wili lay al! winter. Where
the thermomet r scldoin go's lower
than 8" or 10° below zero, a lining of
tarred paper is usnally suflicient. Never
choase a tend v large-combed variety
of chickens it you live in a cold climate

Provide large windows fw the south
side of the howe. For £5 fowls pliace
three roost poles across one end.  Let
them rest on a str p of board nail-d to
the wa'l two feet from the foor. A
picee of one inch board twe inches wide
with rounded edges will answer.  Place
the first one foot from the wall and th
other two 13 ft. apart. These can be
removed when the hous: is being
cleancd.

Six nests 10 inch-s square, two feet
from the floor aud on the end opposite
the roosts, will p.ovide sufficient room
tor laying. Never place them on the
floor of the howse. Have a solid pac-
tition between each, so that the heons
cammot fight.  Line with soft straw,
never hay.  Clean out four times a year
and burn the old mate.ial. Nests used
for setting hens must be elean d betore
putting in the cggs and after the
chickens are hatched. Tt is a good p'an
to sprinkle a little su'phur in the bottom
of each nest as there is where lice usual-
ly start.

Clean out from under the roosts at
least once a week, sweeping the whole
housn clean. A little lzud plaster sprin-
kled about prevents bal odor<, adds to
the value of the mavure and ke ps the
floor trom rotting.  The floor shoull be
six inches above the ground, mad: of
dressed and mached lumber Th:
ground beneath it must be well drained
50 no water will stand near the hous:..
Make a box 3x4 ft. and one foot high
with sidesslopmg outward.  Into this
mt about three inches of fing gravel.
This will take the place of oyster shells
and is much better for the fowls. A
flock of chickens treated as diree'ed
above will be a souree of pl asure and
one of the most profitable Kinds of Lve
stock.

NOW FOR GOOD POTPIES.

A Baltimore Woman Mas Invented a
Much-Needed Crust Suppeorter,

Many a goo 1 cook has failed of success
in baking a potpie, or meat pie, as it is
sometimes called, by reason of the vexa
tious behavior of the top crust. In pre-
paring this savory and popular dish for
the oven the panis lined, bottom and
sides, with the pastry, the required quan-
tity of meat and vegetables is put in
and a top crust is laid over all.

There is nething to sustain this top
crust, however, during the inecrease of
temperature in baking and it often sags
down anud becomes soaked with the
liguid in ihe pie, in which condition it
persistently refuses to *‘brown” and the
result is wholly unsatisfactory.

This trouble is all done away with,
bhowever, by the invention of a skeleton
crust supporter, made of metal, which
is adjusted on the top of the baking
pan. The crust is laid on this supporter
and it never fails to **brown” all over,
for it cannot sag and come into direct
contact with the filling of the pie.

There are openings in the supporter,
which allow the vapors from the cooking
meat and vegetables to ascend into the

top crust and flavor it, so that the gooa
qualitigs of the pie are in no way dimin-
ished. In serving the pie, too, the sup-
porter is of advantage. for the top crust
mayv be removed bodily and cut separ-
ately while the fill.d is being dished
out.
