Britain last November raised the
question cof testing atomic weap-
ons in the United States but de-
cided on Australia after learning
of U. S. security restrictions.

* British scientists helped develop
the ftirst atom bomb and took part
in the Bikini atoll tests In the
Pacific after the war.

Since 1946, however, exchange of
atomic information with the U, S.
has stopped and Britain announ-
ced in 1948 that she was develop~
ing atomic weapons along her own
lines.
