The Department of Arizona,
during the recent troubles over the late
lamented Geronimo, made what ight
have been termed a heliographic survey
of the seat of the Indian troubles, and
located on the maps the available points |
of observation, with the direction and |
{ compass beariug of the other visible sta-

ticns.  In this way the country was cov-
| e7ed with a network of heliograph
rsts, and the observers at each station

ept flasl.ing into headquariers the lat-
est movements of the hostiles,

The Indians, under the cross-fire of
mysterious sun signals, decided that the |
devil was in league with the troopers, |
and their superstitious fears, added to
the constant harrying from the widely
scattered parties of cavalry, brought
them to terms, as never could have
been done but for the use of the flash
signals.

The distance covered by some of the
heliograph stations was remarkable.
Fifty or sixty miles were considered
nothing unuvsual, andon one “reach” 125
miles were covered withous an interven-
ing station,

The invention of the hpliograph be-
lougs to England, and it has been used
extensively in her service in India aud |
E:ypt, two countries wiere the atmos-
phereic conditions are very mucn as in
our own arid West. The iustrument
was first brought to America in 1874,a0d
like agreat many other inventions ol
John Bull, was greatly improved by his
Yaukee cousin, so that she instrum.ut
now in use in our sigual corps is consid
ered by experts the most nearly perfect
in the world.

The sp-ed of the heliograph is not so
great as that of ti.e regular telegraph in-
strument, although the Morse alphabet
is used. Ten or twetve words a minute
is cousidered good work, and is a vast
improvement over the old method of
signaling by fiags, with which from three
to four words a minute was the most
that could be done,

An ally of the heliograph now in use
by the signal corps is the flash lantern,
whereby messages are sent «t night over
stretches of from ten to fitteen miles,
though unuer favorable conditions, with
night glasses, the messages have been
sent for forty miles at a single reach,
The old method in night signaling was
to use torches, after the manner «f flag |
signals. One of these, known as the |
foot torch , was placed on the ground |
in front of the observer, to give his loca- (
tion to the receiver at the other end of
the line, and the “fly torch,” on the ead
of the long pole,was used in waving out
the worls.
