GROP REPORT

GENERAL

Field orerations over the major
part of the Dominjon, except he
Maritime Provinces and the Peace
River country, have been retarded
from one to two weeks owing to
the inclement weather which fol-
lowed the breakup of winter. There
is a good reserve of moisture in
most districts and prepartion of
land and seeding are now under
way . In the Prairles Provinces
seeding is progressing favorably.
While in the areas last year af-
fected by rust and frost a substan-
tial proportion of inferior seed is
being sown, the good seed bed con-
ditlons at present enhance the pos-
sibility -for normal growth . In
Quebec the soil generally is in good
condition, and pastures, meadows
and frult trees show no sfgn of
winter kill, In Ontarfo land pre-
paration is general and seéding has
commenced. Fall wheat wintered
well and has since progressed in
the absence of frosts or damaging
winds. In the Maritime Provinces
pastures and meadows, inciuding
areas flooded this spring, are gen-
erally in good condition. In British
Columbia farming operations are
fully two weeks Iate, but the soll
is In geod condition and fall wheat
and hay crops wintered well, De-
talls follow:

PRAIRIE PROVINCES

ALBERTA—Wheat seeding is
now fairly general. The seed bed is
in good condition for early germina~
tion if warm weather continues.
Moisture conditions are satisfac~
tory, but there is little subsoll
reserve in the southeastern area. In
the Peace River district operations
commenced two weeks earlier than
last year. Beet seeding is well ad-
vanced. SASKATCHEWAN-—Seed-
ing operations have commenced
and are becoming general in all
sections of the province. Early
mofsture conditions arve favorable
and with the excep'ion of a few
scattered districts subsoil reserves
have shown »improvement. Indica-
tions are that the wheat acreages
will be smaller than that of last
year. MANITOBA—Wheat seeding
is general in the southern and cen-
tral areas and a stert has been
made in northern districts. The
seedbed generally is in good condi-
tion with sufficlent moisture for
present requirements. A slightly re-
duced wheat acerage Is expected,
