THE REBELS WHO TORTURED PRISONERS CAUGHT
AND BEHEADED BY 1UNDREDS.

News has beeu received from Shanghai of a
terrible atrocity committec by Chinese rebels
on the border of Manchuri: and of egnaly
terrible punishment ioflic ed by government
troops upon the captured r -bels. These rebels
were led by several Baldhist priests, and
they were especially savaj e against native
Christians.

Atone place they burned sixty children and
butcuered nine Chinese ruus. At snother
they cremated sixiy men w 10m they impiison-
d in a barn. Their expeditions were solely
for plunder.

Hundreds of prisoners wer« taken.

At Talijow, which has j>eemn Christian for
two centuries, they massac-ed npine Chinese
sisters, nuns, and burnel the orphanage,
which contained sixty litte inmates. The
piercing of the bodies of captives with bay.
onets were among the atrocities practiced by
the rebels. One band is naid to have been
led by a huge amazon, who rode astride her
horse like a man.
