Théy have been doing it for 15
years, he said, and the teacher
shortage is greater than ever.

He said that the only teacher
training institutions in Canada that
have actually increased their en-
rollment in full courses are those
institutions that have raised and
stiffened their entrante require-
ments.

Quoting Dr. Tait, the director of
teacher training in Saskatchewan,
he said further “short range mea-
sures to procure teachers and hold
them in the profession have fail-
ed almost everywhere. Some short
sighted ways are being suggested
to make the present teacher supply
g0 further. Many of these sound
appealing to the harrassed tax
payer. They offer so mueh to so
many for so little."”

President Shanks pointed out
professions usually have control of
admission requirements and one
cannot help noting, he said, that
teaching is the only profession
which has no control over the train-
ing and certification of its mem-
bers. Full responsibility for this
rests with outside authority.

*‘The problem of proyiding school-
ing for our young people in the
next ten years is an urgent one,"”
said Mr. Shanks. “It should com-

President Shanks said that there |
s a great move throughout the!
ountry  to huild large regional
nzh schools hut no move is made
t0 ensure that these beautiful huild-
ings will have capable and qualifi-
ad teachers to fill them.

Dwelling further on the matter
of teacher shortage he said that
many Provinces have tried short
range measures as an answer to
teacher recruitment. He said that
the basic philosophy seems to be
that if the requirements for teach-
er training are reduced then the
teacher shortage will disappear.

a decent living wage, we will never
have a teaching profession. There
seems to be a great lackadaisical
attitude toward education. The
school is fast becoming a place
where parents can get rid of the
children for a few hougs each day
so they can have some peace and
quiet around home — nearly every-
one you talk to agyees that teach-
ers are underpaid but nobody does !
anything about it.”

He concluded by saying that *‘if
we are going to stay in this busi-
ness of teaching it is high time
that you and I stood up on our
hind legs and did a little fight-
ing to help build a real profession,
to get out of this position of sub-
ordination in which we are at the
present.” .
