OTTAWA, Jan, — (CP) — THe
dog known as “PO.

Naval headquarters told the
story of how Alice developed a
habit of jumping from her : own
ship to the tanker during re-fuel-
ling operations. But in one such
jump the dog slipped on a spot of
oil aboard the tanker and found
herself in the narrow strip of wat-
er between the two vessels.

lLeading Seaman James A. Tyer
of Vancouver, who Lad been car-
ing for Alice for months, feared
she would be squeezed between the
two ships and called for a gun to
shoot the dog.

The destroyer captain, Com-
mander James Plower, instead is-
sued the order to ‘“clear lower
decks. Rescue  Alice between
ships.” .

The ropes were slackened and
hear-off spars were put into play
between the destroyer and the
tanker. Able Seaman Norman Nel-
son of Vancouver then swung down
a rope and rescued the Cayuga's
pet.

“The older schools have become
obsolete when actually their stone
construction will stand Indefinit-
ely,” he said.

“The modern schools we're
building now are practical plants/
to work in, not to be admired from

the outside.
“The one-story schools weTre
building can be changed to meet

changing needs in education. Why,
you can tear down a wall and
switch things all around in a sum-
mer vacation if you need to.”

The older schools, however, were

Aluminum Building New City Of 50,000 People
Of Canadian Pacific

PRINCE RUPERT, Canada —
— (NEA) — In the mountain
wilderness of Canada’s Pacitic

coast the first steps towards cre-
ating a new city of 50,000 peopie
are now being taken. The town
wiil be Kitimat, 500 miles north
of Vancouver; the reason—alumi-
num.

Biggest of all natural resources
developments now underway in
Canada, the Kitimat development
will run as high as $550 million
by the time it's completed. The
new smelter will have an output
of 500,000 tons a year, about one-
tnird of peak world output in
1944, or about 60 per cent of
present total United States output.

Today the Kitimat area is prac-
tically uninhabited. There are a
few Indian trappers, and a few
small mining ventures. A railway
runs north of the area termin-
ating at Prince Rupert.

Not far away this year a ‘big
American textile plant has built
the first part of a $100 million
wood pulp and chemical empire
utilizing water-power and vast
timber concessions.

Canada has already spent over
a million dollars on surveys and
engineering, and last year began
actual  construction.

In Mountain Wilderness

FIRST POWER, THEN ALUMINUM: Not a sudden discovery of ore, hut an ice-free port and plenty
of resources of hydro-eleciric power, are the reasons for a half-billion dollar aluminum project in
the mountainous wilds of Canada’'s Pacific coast.

Unlike the company’s vast plant
in Quebec, the new Pacifac coast
plant will have the advantage of
year-round ice-free water., Raw
materials for aluminum come
mainly from South American,
West Indian, and West African,
mines. Ships will be able to come
to Kitimat via the Panama Canal
all year, Kitimat is about 50 miles
up a fjord in a forest covered re-
gion.

But before that plant becomes
a reality, roads have to be built
through virgin forest in a moun-
tainous area.

Then an area of 500 square miles
has to be flooded. This will be
done by damming up the Nechako
River in a canyon, and changing
the flow of waters from east
to west. An entire chain of small
rivers and lakes will be utilized
in this development to form a lake
150 miles long.

. “_’ith the water backed up
against the mountains, two tun-
nels 25 feet in diameter will be
cut through the mountain. These
tunnels will be 10 miles long, and
drop the water 2600 feet to a gen-
erating station t0 be built a
quater-mile inside the mountain
at _the lower end.

Power will then be transmitted
by power lines to the smelter at
Kitimat, 48 miles to the north

The flooding of the vast forest
area is expecting to eliminate to
a large extent floods now current
every Spring on the Fraser River
in British Columbia.

And the adventurous tourist
will be able to visit new spots in
mountain country as soon as roads
are built into the new towns. The
