In fact the situation for years has been and
still is that as soon as there is the slightest
agitation with any of our colonies, Russia
is always on the alert. This proves to me
that Russia, day and night, has her eyes on
India.

The organization of the DBritish army is
simply perfect. Of course there are always
a few hitches, but we are marvellous in
being ahle to overcome any difficulties.
The British soldier, in the words of Napo-
leon, never knows when he is beaten. This
is the very reason of our success in the
desert wars, where we were so outnumbered
and handicapped as to water and food.
Our soldiers never seemed to think of these
difficulties, but went on when others would
have fled, appalled by the terrors of the
situation.

** The British navy is by far the best in
the world, and next to it come the French
and Italian. The French navy is pretty
nearly suflicient for their purposes, as they
have no colonies to defend and have not so
large a seaboard. Britain requires a fleet
at least three tumnes as large as any Euro-
pean power, to enable her to protect her
almost inflnite coasts.

**Speaking of the colonies, I must say
that the majority of the English people are
utterly ignorant about the resources of the
colonies,
