The p°tatoes

are put into tubs half filed with wa-

ter; them they are vigorously stirred
about by the feet and legs of the man-

ufacturers, who roll up their trousers
and stamp on the raw potatoes until

they have not only completely rubbed

eff their dark skins, but have also
given them th: t smcoth and satinlixe

appearance which is so much appre-
ciated by gourmards. They are then
dried, neatly wrapped in paper andar-

ranged in small baske‘s, which are

sold <t the Marchands de Comesrtibles

for five franes apiece. The cddest part

of the whole business is that the rafis-

toleurs make no secret of their trade,
and may daily be seen at work near

the Point Lewis Philippe, within sight

of the Hotel-de-Ville,

Lumtcr is worth about twice a6
much in Japan as it is with us. Com-
mon lumber, which wesell for $10 and
$12 per 1,000 feet, will bring 40 yen—
that is $20 gold—there. This is due
