New Japanese

«TOKYO (AP)—Nobusuke Kishi,
a skillful politician who once
scrubbed floors in Sugamo Prison
as a suspected war criminal today
became prime minister of Japan.

Kishi is a political conservative
who is expected to make few
changes in Japan's pro-Western
policy. He has said Japan and the
United States must always ‘‘go
band in hand,” but that Japan also
must do business with Red China.
The Diet parliament elected
Kishi overwhelmingly, replacing
Prime Minister Tanzan Ishibishi
who resigned because of ill heaith
Saturday after only two months
in office. Kishi was Ishibashi's
foreign minister and had been
“‘acting temporary prime minis-

Ishibashi was confined to his
home with pneumonia and a weak
heart.

The new cabinet took office in
ceremonies before Emperor Hiro-
hito.

Kishi, 60, retained the foreign

—the addidtion of Mitsujiro Ishii,
a senior member of the ruling
Liberal — Democratic party, as
minister without portfolio.
