THINGS TO REMEMBER

TO Find The Ply Of A Belt Of
A Given Width Required:

To economically transmit a giv-
en horsepower at a given belt
speed, multiply the given house-
power by 800 and the given width
in inches by the given belt speed
in feet, and divide the result by
the second.

If the final result is one, or
nearly one, a 4-ply belt is re-
quired; if one and one-half, a 6-ply
belt 18 required; if one and three-
quarters to two, an 8-ply belt is
required; if two to two and one-
quarter, a 10-ply belt is required.

To Find The Width Of Belt
Required:

To find the width of a 4-ply belt
required economically to tranimit
e given horsepower at a given
belt speed per minute; Multiply
the given horsepower by 800, an
divide the result by the given belt
speed.

To find the width of a 6-ply
belt required: Multiply horsepower
by 6000; divide result by belt speed.

'To find the width of an 8-ply
belt required: Multiply horsepower
by 400; divide result by belt speed.

To find the width of a 10-ply
belt required: Multiply horsepower
by 350; divide the result by belt
speed. .

Since
pulleys are made in omly ocertain
standard diameters, use either the
next size larger, 9-inch diameter,
and raise the engine speed slight-
ly, or use 8:-inch pulley, cons®d-
ering that the slight slippage will
reduce the effective speed to the
correct number of revolutions per
minute.

In 1821 there was an influx of
English families to this new set-
tlement, the Millman and Payn-
ter families coming from Devon-
shire and the Profitt and Evans
families from North Shjelds,
County Durham. The  Millmans

and the Paynters settled in the
Eel Creek Road. ‘There would be
a road by that time, but who put
it through is not known. Cun-
ard is credited with financing road
making in the western part of the
Island, end he may have done the
same in Lot 19 and 20. In any
case these families made a good
choice as there is no finer farming
settlement on the Island than a-
long that road, The location !s
ideal with the farms sloping to-
wards the river. The Profitt and
Evans homesteads were situated
not far from where the church
now stands. John Millman and
his wife Elizabeth Madge were
natives of Palgnton, Devonshire.
Their great-grandson while on a
visit to England saw the record
of their marriage in the old regis-
ter of Palgnton parish church,

It was their son Thomas who
gave the site for St. Stephen's
Church and was largely instru-
mental in building it. But they
were not to enjoy the fruits of
their hard work very long. The
New London parish register re-
cords the death of Elizabeth Madge
wife of John Millman, burled Sept.
28, 1846, aged 57 years; and of
John Millman, buried on Oct. 2,
1846, aged 58 years. A scourge of
cholera struck the settlement and
within a few days there were five
deaths, — Anne. wife of Richard
Paynter aged 71 vyears, Isabella,
wife of John Profitt aged 34 years,
and her infant dauvghter Sarah.
aged six weeks. They were all
buried in 8t Thomas' Cemetery,
New London, bv James Pidgeon
churchwarden. James Pidgeon
came to New London in 1821. 1In
all likelihood thev came from the
old land together.

William Profitt was a native of
Northumberland, born in 1779, His
wife Isabella Joyce was born in
Durham in 1774. They were mar-
ried in 1821 so their journey to
Prince Edward Island would be
thelr wedding trip. William Evans
was a native of North Shields. His
wife was Margaret MacKay. It
would seem that they were married
in this country. They hada family
of seven daughters and three sons.
William  Paynter’s  marriage to
Mary Ann Hacker is recorded In
the first register of New London
parish as taking place In 1835,
marriage by banns. The Rev_ A, V.
G. Wiggins of St. Eleanor's per-
formed the ceremony. The wit-
Tnesses were John Millman and
Hall Profitt. William Paynter,
William Evans, and Willlam Prof-
itt’s son John were stone masons
by trade.
