Some horses have a great fond-
ness for tobacco and supplieéd witn
a chew they give evidence of the
greatest pleasure. One of these
is Pronto Don, that was the fasi-
est trotting gelding in the world
in 1950, taking a record of 1.594,
was sixteen times in the money and
seven times first in 23 starts, carn-
ing $56,195.

Now that a bill has been pass-
ed legalizing the Saliva Test for
horses raced at tracks in this
Province, the mode of taking the
test is as follows ... a pair of ply-
ers which have been wound
around with gauze is rubbed over
the horse’s tongue and placed in
a jar which is sealed and num-
bered. For horses too high strung
to permit of that type of Saliva
Test, urine tests are taken. Horses
finishing first at tracks where
Saliva Tests are required must
have a Saliva Test taken but the
racing officials may order a test
taken of any horse that starts.
The detection of stimulants or dope
requires an elaborate
and a first-class analytical chem-
ist. In the United States these
tests are taken under the direction
of state harness racing commis~
sions. The tracks have nothing to
do with them but the results are
forwarded to the track officials
and if tests are positive, results
are forwarded to the United States
Trotting Association headquarters
and the trainer is brought before
a District Board and the results
of the case forwarded to the U.S.
T.A. The penalty for doping is
expulsion.

of hardy disciples of Isaac Walton

A lot will depend
upon the weather as to the size of
the fishing conditions prevail.
