Prince Edward Island shippers
are losing out on a consicerable
amount of the dressed meat trade
in Newfoundland, much c¢f which
is coming in from Montreal, To-
ronto, and as far west as Saska-
toon, states Mr, Woocrow Wheat-
ley, Charlottetown livestock and
produce dealer, who reurned rec-
ently from a week’'s busisness trip
to Gander and St. John's.

Prince Edward Island beef, Mr.
Wheately states, is costing the
Newfoundlanders 63 cents per
pound in carcass form, after they
'land it alive and kill.

Many pecple were interviewed
by Mr. Wheatley in Newfound-
land, including Mr. Hamy Renouf,
secretary of the St. John's Board
of Trade, who objected to what he
claimed to be unfair tracding prac-
tices by the M. V. Eskimo and
stressed the need of obtaining
dressed meats. The moving of such
meats under grade, along with all
other perishable goods travelling
under boat reefer space, would en-
joy hearty support from St. John's
importers and would be a step
towards better relations between
the two Islanc Provinces, he sald.
Mr. P. J. Murray, Director of
Agriculture at St. -John's, also
complained of the “HEskimo traffic
upsetting marketing conditions.
He commended the proposed move
to obtain a dressed meats cefrig-
eration. boat and said this would
have the support of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture in Newfound-
land.

Would Welcome Visits

Mr. Murray told Mr. Wheatley
that he would welcome more
visits from marketing board or
Federation of Agriculture repre-
sentatives from Prince Edward
Islan¢ who would study Newfound-
land needs with a view to dis-
cussing better regulated marketing
conditions.

Comments along similar lines
were made by officials of the New-
founcland Marketing Board, Fed-
eration of Agriculture, Govern-
ment departments and  news-
papers, Mr. Wheatley states.

“There seems to be quite a little
market for fertilizer,” he adced,
“I was given to understand that
some are importing from - our Is-
land Fertilizer Company, but 1if
they had known that a source of
supply was here, more would have
ordered.”

Practically all kinds
ables are marketed in
land, and markets are
quotations. He noticed some cab-
bage from Holland in St. John's.
He saw a car of eggs which had
come frcm Toronto; besides being
cased in proper trays. each indi-
vidual egg was wrapped in paper.

The market looks fairly good for
cattle, young pigs, poultry, ete,
but a movement is under way by
a feed company tq induce New-
foundland farmers to raise more
poultry and hogs. The feeling Is
strong, however, that the Province
{s not a suitable producing coun-
try. Some young chickens are be-
ing imported, but again it is point-
ed out that producing eggs is one
thing, raising poultry another.

Mr. Wheatley states that while
the Newfouncland Government is
evidently . going “all out” in an
effort to promote industries within
their Province, and many new
ventures are under way, he could
not find out from any Govern-
ment source where importers or
tracers in produce within New-
foundland were getting any Fed-
eral subsidy.

Such protection is bpro-
vided in other Provinces where
similar types of trading are carried
on. The Commissicn is of the view
that with a proper approach to
the P. E. Island Government by
the Newfoundland importer of
cattle, buying f.o.b. .that Province,
public weighing facilities could be
provide¢ at strategic shipping
points under Government shipp-
ing.”

Pickled Beef Consumption

The Royal Commission report
also noted a very heavy consump-
tion of pickled beef and fat back
pork in Newfoundland, these pro-
ducts being much less perishable
than fresh frozen or smoked
meats. Eighty percent of these
comes from the Unite¢ States.
Newfoundland consumes approx-
imately thirty-five million pounds
of meats per year, slightly more
than one-third of which is in the
form cf pickled beef or pork, and
only 20 percent of which is pro-
cuced in Newfoundland.
