Outlined To

OTTAWA, July 4 — (CP) —The
Federal Government plans to add
Ottawa to the CBC's Montreal-
Toronto television network before
going ahead with expansion in
the Maritimes and Western Can-
ada.

Revenue Minister McCann, who
reports to Parllament for the
Government - owned corporation,
today outlined the plans to the
Commons during discussion of a
$2,000,000 loan to the CBC.

He said the loan “will make it
possible for the corporation to be-
gin construction of a television
station in the Ottawa area.” The
$800,000 station should be part
