CANADAS RESPONSE TO THE

When the clarlon note of war re-
sounded throughout the world and all
the people were called io take part,
Canadians, filled with a glorlous det-
ermination that right should subjug-
ate might and that Democracy should
rule through the world, rallied to the
flag and showed by their valor and
the laurels won on many a hardfought
battleficld that the sons of Britain no
matter in what field of endeavor, are
second to none in the world.

The small army that Canada was

fwar was but an item in comparison
with the millions engaged before the
end, but that small army and thosc
who enthusiastically followed it held
the enemy at bay whilst the might of
Great Britain was being mobilized.

In the great rally in defence “of
Liberty Great Britain only asked for
20,000 men not because she required
them to win the war, but in view of
the moral affect it would have on the
world. From Canada over 300,000 vol-
untarily responded. Of this number
about 60,000 were killed in action or
died of wounds or from other causes.

It is needless to speak of the great
battles in which the Canadians show-
ad themselves worthy of their fore-
‘athers: Ypres, Festubert, Givenchy,
Messines, St. Eloi, Somme, Vimy,
Lens, Hill 70, Passchandaele, Cambria
Amiens, and at the last the capture of
Mons. ;

Besides the Expeditionary force
tiat fought on land, there were also
the brave sailors who defended the
might of great Britain on the sea.

Not. only did the men of Canada
show themselves true subjects, but
the women in their strong patriotism
were willing to suffer all hardships,
as long as they kncw they were doing
scmething for those near and dear
who in Europe were toiling so stren-
uously for right and liberty.
