His

store was closed, and Robinson found

himself penniless and friendless on an

African prairie. He and his wife, who

had remained faithful to him through

all his adversity, saw starvation and

Cceath staring them in the face.
Mr. Robinson decided to tramp to

Kimberley, a distance of over 300
miles, hoping to secure work at the
new diamond diggings. This resolu-
tior, was the means of making him
the richest man onearth.

Trudging along one day with his
wife he picked up a diamond in the
roi gh weighing sixty carats. Here was
to him a fortune beyond his expecta-
tions. But yesterday he had to ask
the Boer farmers to give him some-
thing to eat; to-day his wealth had
come to him like a thunderbolt from
tre sky.

Nobody wou'd huy it from
hiri, even at half the price he had
paid for it. This mine, now known as
ts Robinson mine, is the richest on
tre Johannesburs field.

The next venture of Mr. Robinson
Was the buying of some fields at
Jagersfontein, necr the capital of the
Orange Free Sta‘e. This ground he
bought for next to nothing from an old
Beer farmer. To-day this Jagers-
fentein property pears every indica-
tion of being richer in diamonds than
the renowned mines of Kimberley. A
London syndicate offered him $10,000,-
OF for the property,but it was prompt-
ly refused.
in the carly part of 1894 a diamond

weighing 971 carats, the largest stone
ever known, was found on Robinson's
J»gersfontein pronerty. The stone is a
gem, and is con; idered by experts to
be one of the pur-st ever seen. This
largest diamond 0” the world measures
four and a half iaches in length, three
jaches in depth, and is from two to
three inches wide.

A rajah of India offered 4,375,000
rupees ($1,250,000) for the gem, but as
yet the offer has not been accepted.
