An Eloquent Appeal.
———

in his second Rogation-tide sermon
at Westminster Abbey the Bishopof
Truro took his text from the sixty-third
chapter of Isaiah. He began byreferr
ing to the taunt that religion was only
fit for women and children. As usual
with the lies of Satan, that lie was half
atruih It was a fact that women
appear to have intuitions ofright and a
powerof being guided by the Eye of
God, of which the sterner sex seemed
almost incapable; and he bade them
remember that on them would depend
the future of our fatherland. 1t was to
godly homes we must look for good
men. The sceptic and infidel usually
came from homes where there was the
form of godliness, but where its power
was denied,

“Daughters of England, on you
depend the future of your country.
In the godly home strong men are
reared, men able to force back the
current of evil, and to lift upthestan-
dard of the good, and the beatiful, and
the tiue. In the varnished home,
‘having a form of godliness, but deny-
ing the power thereof,’ the home where
religion is outwardly honoured and the
functions of the Church gre attended
to with some regularity, and evon the
Sacraments are not ignored, and yet
where the god of this world has set up
his kingdom,—in such a home the
infidel and the Sceptic are reared.
When alittle child has been born again
in Baptism, and is ready to receiveall
that is good, and beautiful, and true,
ready to aceept the deepest mysteries
of the kingdom on the world ofits
mother ; then in the outwardly religious
but really godless heme will the heart
of that poor child be most fatally
corrupted. The unreality he sees at
homehe will transfer in thought to the
church in which he worships, to the
Bible which he reads, to the holy
Sacrament to which, after the morely
external confirmation to which he has
submitted, he isinvited to draw near.
In half-hearted homes, in which the
mother has forgotton the glory ofher
womanhoo!, the Church is destroyed,
the country is ruined, and the Christ
is crucified afresh. Oh, for the sake of
the children whom God has given you,
whom you love more than your own
lives, for whom you grudge, no time,
no sacrifice, if you can advance their
earthly interests; for the sake of the
children whom you aust live with for
all eternity, and who will bless you or
curse youthen according as you have
trainedthem now,—give free play to
the noble instincts which are surging
in your being, to the love of God which
I know that you possess, to the heavy-
borne longings which are so many
pledges of your redemption and fore-
tastes of eternal glory. For the sake
of your husband, of your child, of
Eogland, let your religion be the
religion of true, pure Knglish woman-
hood.”’
