Canada’s Welfare Program
Expanded On July First

The allowances cover 2,500,000
families. After the Sept. 1 change
there will be two payment levels,
mstead of the present four: $6
monthly to age nine and $8 from
10 to 16 years.

The shared federal - provincial
programs for the neédy cover 89,
500 under old age assistance be-
tween 65 and 69, 32,300 under dis-
ability allowances and 8,200 re
ceiving blindness allowances ,
Last spring former health min.
ister Martin estimated that the
higher means test ceilings would
qualify 5,000 new recipients for old
age assistance, nearly 8,000 for
disability allowances and 200 for
blindness allowances.

Federal and provincial govern-
ments split 50-50 for the cost of-
the first two programs. The means
test ceiling is the same for both
payments. The ceiling is the
amount of income, including pen-
sion, which a person may hawve
without a reduction in the gowvr
ernment payment.

The allowable annual tncome
ceilings are raised from $720 w
$840 for single persons, from
$1,200 to $1,380 for married per-
sons and from $1,320 to $1,740 for
a married person with a blind
pouse.

PAY THREE-QUARTER

The federal government pays 73
per cent of blindness allowances.
The means test ceiling was in-
creased for them thus: From $960
to $1,080 for a single person, from
$1,160 to $1,560 for a person with
a dependent child, from $1,560 to
$1.740 for a married couple one
of whom is blind, and from $1,680
to $1,860 for a married couple
both of whom are blind.

The extension in veterans dis-
ability pensions means a monthly
increase to those with a 100-per-
cent disability from $125 to $150
for single veterans and from $170
to $200 for married ones. Propor-
tionate increases are being made
for disabilities between five and
100 per cent

The payment to war widows
rises from $100 to $115 a month,
for a single dependent parent from
$75 to $90 for two dependent par-
ents from $100 to $115.

The changes involve 159.614 die
ability pensioners and 28,000 wid-
ows and dependent parents.

The war veterans' allowance was
begun in the depression years on
the promise that trench fighting
in the First World War ‘“pre-
aged’’ veterans thus it is paid o
veterans in need before they
could otherwise qualify for old
age assistance at 65.

The allowance for single veter-
ans is unchanged at $60 monthly
but is increased for married re-
cipients from $108 to $120.

Sails Blind

VANCOVER  (CP) —Blind for
18 years, Robert Lloyd says there
is no reason why people should
change their lives because they
have lost their sight.

The 4l-year-old physiotherapist
from Bournemouth, England, said
in an interview here that his other
senses have become increasingly
keen since he was blinded du
training - exercises in the Secon
World War.

“I have even learned to sail a
hoat.
