P. B. Island Prize Oats!

To the Editor of the Bxaminer.

Daax Sixg,—It is always gratiiying te
know that our resources and productions as
a fertile Province of the Dominion are
attracting attention abroad, more especially
among the thickly populated eountries of
Eaurope.

That our Agricultural Exhibitions tend
to advance she material interests of our
people all will readily aduwit.

The white oats grown by Thomsas Bull-
man, Esq., of Rustico, took first prize at
the Dominien Exhibition (Mounireai) and at
the Provineial Exhibition, of New Bruns-
wick, as well as at our ewn Provincial Ex-
hibition in October last.

Two bushels of this prize grain were

urchased at our Exhibition by Lieut. Col,

m. McGill, who for many years past has

taken a lively interest in the Agricultural
prosperity of this Ieland, and for-
warded #0 his friends in Dumfries,
Seotland, who have reported to the Colonel
that they have exhibited his whits eats at
the large sgricultural show in Birmingham,
England, and also at the Christmas show
in Edinburgh, Scotiaud. At the latter
place they eccupied a prominent position in
the show, and the judges, who were emi-
nent Lothian farmers, pronounced them
‘“ an oat of a superior quality,” and gave
them as & prise: ‘‘a qhighly commended
commendation.” At Birmingham, great
crowds inspected the P. E. Island prise
oats, and it is gratifying to know that they
were admired by all and favorably com-
mented upon by the press.
These oats are now on exhibition at
Dumfries, to show the capabilities of P. E.
Island as a grain produecing eolony, and
favorable place of settlement for emigrants
from the old country. In the spring they
will be sown with the view of testing their
adaptability to the soil and climate of the
mother country.

Col. MeGill writes me from Boaton,
Mass., where he is spending the winter for
the benefit of hia health, that he has order-
od a small quantity of white oats from
Seotland, for seed, to arrive here early in
apring.

and sunlight can make it so. But I fear that
the docters will say it is net.

What abous diphtheria and consumption,
for instanee? Sea breezes and sunlight are
f,"“ blessiugs, no doubt; but when the sea

reeses blew over balf a mile of stinking wud
and shen across Gevernmend poud, the osene
with which sbey are laden is rather impsired
before it reaches the lungs of the citizens.

Cold houses, cellars full of water and the
filthy and dangerous system of owthouses
with suken soil pits, tend a grest deal %o
the preseat unhealthiness; and it is to be
hoped that in the intended Act a clause will
be inserted, condemning the use of pits.
Common dry eaith closets, which the poorest
Eeoplo can afford te wse, are being pronouns

y the leading physicians in large cities to be
far preferable aud safer than the bost system
of water olosets and draius.

Government Pond is no doabt a nuisance ;
and the best way to clear it would be te give
the contents of the sediment to half & dozem
farmers arouud Charlottetown, with the un-
derstanding that they would clean itoutin twe
winters. 'I'hree er four mud diggers would de
all the work. The drainags for fifteen years
of the animal matter from two large tannerios
shiould be a valuable fertilizer for the farmers.

Something sheuld be inserved in shc Act te
regulate the filling im of property between the
wharves where the mud is only covered by
the tide for pernaps two hours in the day.

One of the principle questions eonnected
with the health of the city is that of a supply
of water. The doctors ail seem to tuy that
mueh of {the unhealthiness in the town is
due to the use of impure water.

Those who imagine that the town cannot
support a regular system of water supply,
prepose that the city wells would be clnn,l
out and agaia ueed im the old way. We
should propose that when the cleaning is being
performed the inhabitants of esch district be
notified of the fact, and if after witnearing

this tilthy operation there are any persons left
who do not ackuowledge the urgent necessity
of having a supply of good water in the town
—well let them he washed.

A supply of good water to the town would
specially becefit she poorer classes who have
to use the water from whatever pump is near-
et to them.

1t is acknowledged now shat lake er river
water does not afford apure supply on account
of the quantity of surface washings conmtained
thersin. The water that forces ita way to the
surface in springs after having been thorough-
ly filtered through the earth, is the best
source of supp'y that can be obtained. 1f a
sufficient head of spri g water can be obtained
in any distriot, and the water from the ssveral
springs be conducted te one large reservoir
we may have a supply of water which any
city might envy the poasession of.

1f, bowever, it is found that a sufficient
supply ef spring water cannot be obtaiuved,
aseries of wells in the district might be
formed, with windmill pumps attached
w0 send contiuual streams into the reservoir.

I'he conveying of the water inte the town of
course will be a matter of enterprise, dollars
and cents.

If a portion of eur new Aet is te protect
and regulate trades and manufactures, 1t is to
be hoped that some principle may be establish-
ed, defining what may be considered a nuis-
auce in the carrying on of auy business and
the manner in which such nuisauce shall be
sbated. The prommmity of private dwellings,
hotels, schools and ho-pih}: to buiidings ie
which steam power ard maehinery is used,
should be regulated.

No one surely would think of ecalling a
steam factory a public nuisance or say that
such busimess shiould not be carried on within
the city, yet it can be imagined that a steam
factery working heavy machinery may become
a private nuisange to the person dwelling in
au adjoing house.

This matter might be regulated by a clause
providing that no buildings for use ss dwell-
1gs be eracted within a certain distamce of
factories already oxisting and vice versa. The
necessity of clauses in the Act to regulats the
erection of buildings is acknowledged by
everyene.

The distriets whera brick buildings are to
be erected, a standard thickness for stone
foundations aud brick walls for various classes
of buildings; and clauses regulating such mat-
ters as cellar hatohes, street emtrances. side-
walks, hanging sigus, &c., should be inserted.

As the coat of ereoting baildings in brick is
now very litsle fruhr than that of eresting
in wood a large district of the central portion
of the town should be marked out for brick.

If an act regulating the safe srection of
brick buildings is made and the Act earried
out, we may In some ten year's time give up
the idea that another fire may break out aud

agsin level the town to ashes.

We have in Charlottetown, all the natural
advantages that a beautiful city requires.

Situated upon a leng sloping hill at the side
of a pleasaut harbor in the centre of an
Island having tields broad snough te supply

porridge, potasoes and beef, fer twioce the num-
ber of its inhabitants, the eity of Charlotte-
town, though not ous of the largest, may yet
become one of the pleasantest Auk most beauti-
ful of the jnaritime cities of Canada.

Management and Taét?, as Applied
to a Builder's Business.

Few men realise the importance of trifles:
stored, they make one man’s fortune ; neg-
lected, they ceuse another’s ruin. There
are few trades in which this oceurs more
frequently than in the builders’.

A London builder was offered brieks one-
eighth of an inch below the regular shick-
ness. ‘‘ What matters an eighth of an
ineh in a briek,” said the merehant. *‘ It
matters three thouwsand more bricks wanted
for ray job,” was the reply.

In an establishment employing fifty
hands, a loss of one minute each time of
ringing the bell will cost the employer
fifteen hours per week.

Books.—In no other trade is a good and
accurate system of accounts so requisite.
The varieus and muititudinous nature of
the business, the men and meaterials being
away from home, and but seldom under
the master's eye, combine with minor
causes to render bookkeeping an abrolute
neceasity.

Whether the trade be largs or small, the

strictest accuracy should be observed in
keeping the accounts ; the benefit is se
great that the trifling expense is readily
saved in the prevention of errors. Every
hour worked and all materials used should
be cha to some one ; every cask, sack
and package hired should be duly returned;
the cost of every contract should be known
to a fraetion ; to attain this, a simple yet
effieient system of beokkeeping is ab-
solutely necessary.
The beoks shounld show all eash reeeived
and how disposed of, all cash paid and to
whom, the amount and value of work done
by each workman in return for his wages,
the cost of every cantract, the amount due
from each customer and to each tralesman,
the annual profits of the business and the
annual expenses of the proprietor ; this, if
done regularly ani systematieally, takes up
litsle time, while the saving will more than
counterbalance the cost.

In estimating, oare sheuld be observed,
in calculating the cost of materials, that
the contractor either procures prices for
materials delivered to the job, or thata
sufficient price be eonsidered to pay for
eartage. Without great care in these
matters, contractors will subject them-
selves to serious losa and great incon-
venience.

To provide for any departure from the
original designs, every estimate should have
a schedule of prices attached to it, at which
prices the contractor will carry out and
eomplete any additional work that may be
required.

A lively writer in one of the Paris
journals describes the playful tricks
with which the occupants of omnibusses
while away the todieusness of a long
drive. One will set the others all yawn-
ing by means of a series of yawns on
his part. Anether will secretly bring
1nto the vehicie a small bag full of vi-
vaeious sogils, which are furtively al-
lowed to make their way te tho gar-
ments of the unsuspecting passengers.
The third joke is taking the silver piece
which is passed by a lady to be handed
to the cenductor, and in a pretended fit
of abstraction to carefully insert it into
the operator’s purse, from which it is
reieased after some discussion with an
air of incredulity that the claim made
by the owner i¢ usfeunded. Or when
a passenger of anything like suspicious
aspect enters the omnibus, ene begin hy
staring very hard at him, and then,
when he is not loeking, pull eut a neten
beek and pencil and tuke netes of him
with grest assiduity.
