WIMBLEDON, Eng. (AP—Ken
Rosewal of Australia, down 2-5 in
the final set and floundering be-
fore Vic Seixas’ chops and lobs,
pulled back to win tke final five
gantes and take his Wimbledon
semi-final match Wednesday 6-3,
36, 6-8. 6-3, 7-5.

The match was the Best of the
70th Wimbledon and even a two-
hour interruption by rain failed
to cool off the play.

Seixas, 32-year-old veteran Phil-
adelphian who has said this is his
last Wimbledon, held the initia-
tive over his 2l-year-old Austral-
ian opponent until the fatal eighth

game.
Seixas had broken Rosewall’s
service in the fourth and sixth

games and he held a 5-2 lead. But
Rosewall won the eighth at love,
picked. up momentum and from
there on Seixas was out of it.
