EVIDENCES OF UTTER ROUT.

The Boers Swarmed Into Pertugnese

Territory. e

Loxpox, Sept. 28.—The Daily Tele-
graph publishes a despatch from Mr. Ben~
net Burleigh,dated Lorenzo Marques,Sept.
25, in which the correspondent says that
the Boer collapse is compleie. (General
Pole~Carew entered Komatipoort without
a shot being fired nor a ‘Boer being seen
during the march. Evidence of the ene-
my’s destructiveness, however, was every-
where to be seen. Bridges had been de-
stroyed, the stores, buildings Jand home-
steads looted and bzrned and the rail~
way stations, among them Hector Spruit
and Komatipoort, being in ruins. At Ko-
watipoort the devastation included hun~«
dreds of wagons, trucks and carriages
which have teen burned, together with
all kinda of stores ot cloihing, ammunis
tion, forage and provisions,such as sugar,
cc ff-e, rce, flour and stationery. General
Pole<Carew has secur<d hundrede of lo
comotives. The whole of the Selati Raile
way lioe actuallv 18 blocked with roilisg
stock. Ia the Crocoiile River there were
vieible literally acres of damaged guos,
ammunition wagoos, limbers, dynamite
detonatora and war stores of every rort. In
Komatipoort, besides the turpiog storea,
hundrede of tons of swmunition, sl
kiods of caps, gnopowder and other exs
plorives and ready -fused she 13 for guor
from the pompon to the six iuch broker
rifles and carnon. The enemy kad lett
standing many tents,

Any good police force—siy one «f
tweanty thousand men—can do the rest o1
the work of pacificatton for security. It
General Buller and che others move on to
teiZe the passes, neither Ben Viljeon, the
vew commandaat general, with Sieyw and
Schalkburger, nor Koetze, with the rest
of the derelicts from Komatipoort, car
excape thrgugh the meuatains toward
Lydeoburg aod Pietersburg, while to re-
maio in the low veldt at this seacoa of
the year spells d:aths for me . and catile.
The Portuguese have disarmed all the
Boer retugees taken. Fifty truck loade
with nearly three hundred lone, have been
dumped down on the island of Sheffeen,
off Lorenzo Marques The Irish-Ameri-
can mercenaries are c!amoring for pay
aad tureatening the Boer officials.

The final collapse of the Boer army is
summearized as follows: When the Boers,
numbering 2000, evacuated Komatipoort
they took up positions between the Lo-
bombo ravge and the river. They had
good positione, and could have wade s
capital stand, but owing to the disorgan
ization aud lack of discipline they were
ooly balf'hearted. Wishing to avoid a
conflict and unnecessary bloodshed, the
British Consul-general consulted the
Portuguese Governor-General, Senor
Machado, as to the best gourse to be pur-
eued 1o attain this end. He asked that
emissaries should be sent ap with au ad-
drese tothe Boers pointing out th: use-
leseness of continuing their reeistance,
aod the absolute needlessness of gong on
further. Besides, if they continued to
fight there was a fear of the natives
riging. Owingto the fact that the Portu
guese had been most kind to the Boers,
snd a8 they had guaranteed their main-
tenance aod repatriation, and promised to
send them back 10 their country free of
charge, the scheme succeeded, Instead
of dozens coming down to Lorenzo
Marques, 2,500 arrived in this wise.
