Acting with this view, the Generals appear
to have dotermined to limit the fire of their
batteries to the extent necessary to damage the
works of defence, and to prevent the enemy, at
the same time, hy an uniutorrupted cannonade,
from repairing by night the injuries inflicted in
the day. By this hushanding their resources,
the Allies will be enabled to await the arrival
of the reinforcements that are required for ul-
terior operations, and will likewise avoid the
disastrous effects experienced in the first bom-
bardment of Sebastopol. On’that occasion, the
absence of sufficient supplies of ammunition
rﬂyvented the Allied batteries from maintain-
ng an uninterrupted cannonade, and, the ene-
my were therefore enabled to repair in the
night the great damages sustained in the day.
The Allies are, at the prosent hour, in a posi-
tion to continue the bombardment for several
‘wecks on the same extensive scale, and the ter-
rible effoct created by their continual fire may
be conceived from the result of the first few
days’ cannonade. We are assured that, on the
13th inst., the formidable Russian works of the
Mamelon and Malakoff tower were reduced to
nearly complete silence by the over-mastering
fire of the British batteries ; and that our Al-
Ties, the French, had so far damaged the great
Flagstaff battery, as to disable it [rom return-
ing more than one shot to every three directed
against it. At other points of the attack, simi-
Iar advantages had been gained; and on the
14th, one of the ablest of our correspondents
writing from the spot says,—The result of
oach day’s bombardment continues to be most
favourable to the Allies. The Flagstaff still
makes a eroic defenco, hut is evidently sinking
fast. The Redan is still vigorous ;
whole line the enemy’s fire is not half of that
of the Allies day our saperiority has been
much mere marked than ever, the Russians not
veplying ano =an to our thres or four.”

hold of R n tyranny in the south.

Independentof the immense matericl employed
in the actual process of the siege, the means
placed at the disposal of the Allied Command-
ers for operations of another character are
rapidly attaining the proportions demanded by
eircumstances. o believe we are correct in
stating, that ut the present moment above 100,-
000 British and French troops are encamped
before Sebastopol. while a corps of 25,000 ex-
cellent Tarkish and Fgyptian soldiers, com-
manded by Omar Pasha, swell the strength of
the Allied Armies. n a foew wecks, tho

inis il and a large roi
of French troops will have disembarked at the
weat of way; and the deficiency in cavalry ex-
riuncml{v the Allies will have been parti
ly romoved by the arrival of the British rogi-
ments from India.

Supported by these reinforcom
Commanders, even if an assault on Sebastopol
should not prove so successful as is confidently
anticipated, will be in u condition to tako t
fleld with u fine army, and to establish, if ne-
nocessary a fresh basis of operations.

ExtraorpiNary Maxcuvees o Toe Russians—
Furrner pErarns or mur Firsr Dav's Fruive.

Heights of Sebastopol, April 10.
At about four o'clock yesterday, all tho
onomy’s lines and batteries suddenly sprung
into

Yite and vigour. Volleys of from 100 to
250 guns were fired at once from the Redan,
the Flagstaff, Barrack, Garden, and Malakoff
Batteries ; even the Mamelon, which all thought
dcltmyed and untenable, fired five or uns
in rapid succession. Their shot came in upon
r works like hail. On every point along our
lines balls were to be seen bounding .ndpfu..g.
ing, and shells bursting like fireworks in the
air. Never, porhaps, was such a concontrated
and destructive cannonade witnessed since the
commencement of the siege. All felt that if it
continued two or three hours, our works would
be levelled with the dust, as though both
English and Freneh kept up s terrific firo, the
enemy in spite of our utmost eflorts gave five
gaus in reply to our onc. The rapidity and
deafening uproar of the fire brought all who
were at leisure to the front, and the Qdest and
most experienced artillepy officers augured very
unfvonrably of our prosgect of taking a fort-
ress which could command such a fierce cannon~
ade. Suddenly, and in the midst of such re-
marks, the enemy’s batteries madoya dead
pause. For neariy a l\unrur of an hougynet a
gan was firod. The Allies kept up their bom-
hardment ; the French battered tho Flagstall
and works to the left; our shot ploughed into
the Redan and Malakoff, and our 13-inch shells
burst in regular succession in the centre of the
melon ; but not five gans did the Russians
in reply. Neurly twenty minutes passed
on their side in this state of unaccountable in-
activity, when again suddenly the Redan and
Flagstafl broke out in heavy valleys, avd muin-
tained them. This wus at alout five o’clock,
and from this time until the fire of the long
guns discontinued for the night, excopt by
sional guns, fow and far between. no other
Kussian works but the Redan and Flagstaff!
took part in the contest. Our long guns coased
firing o littlo after seven, the enemy's about
eight, and then both Russians and allies resort-
od to their mortars. The fire of these lntter
was maintained all night. Every five minutes
one of our 13-inch shells was dropped into the
Mamelon, and from the advanced work, ut the
same intervals, 10-inch wero thrown into the
Malakoff. The French direted their bombs into
o Flagstafl, and our left attack threw them
to the Redan.

On the extreme left, where the French are
attacking, much harm has undoubtediy been
done. The Mud Fort has received some hard
knocks, several of its guns have been dismoun-
ted, and are not ryu replaced. Still, as a
battery, it is perfectly defensible, and the
Russians evidently consider it so, as when
looked and during the rest of the day, it was
hotly engaged with the French, and appeared
to be giving gun for gun with the battery attack-
ing it. Next to this came the Flagstafl, one of
the most formidable of the Russian defences,
and the same which blow up all the Fyench
batteries on the 17th of October last. Since
that attack its strength has been increased four-
fold: then, it mounted 45, now it mounts up-
wards of 160 heavy guns, ut some parts in three
tiers, and at others in two. 'l":

Tts lower and more advanced tier of guns ure
quite silenced.

paired. In the former, apparently, no new
guns had been mounted, butin the latter thero
were two. The fire to-day has been much
same as during yesterda, a well-sustain-
ed cannonade {rom the Allics throughout, and
the enemy replying very slackly, except from
the Flagstaff and Redan. Occasionally, as since
we first opened, nearly all their works gave
forth tremendous volleys, almost simultaneous-
ly; but their spirts, though terrific, never lasted
above lalf an hour, after which two-thirds of
their line relapsed into comparative silence.
