Whether or not to encourage the
killing of predatory birds and
animals is a controversial ques-
tion in .some circles.

mother raccoon weighing nearly
twenty-five pounds.

“Had we not caught and de-
stroyed this predator, not only
she, but also every one of her
offspring would be creating the
same havoc this spring. This be-
ing the case, I surely cannot
agree with Mr. Allen when he
contends that ‘Killing predators
will ‘not increase game’. The fact
is that this one coon destroyed

not only fourteen mother ducks,
or breeders, but also destroyed
fully 200 duck eggs. Had these
eggs been left to hatch and ma-
ture, without danger from pred-
ators, from the egg stage to full-
grown birds, it would have meant
an increase of perhaps one hun-
dred and fifty ducks”; unquote.
